Board of Health

Meeting Minutes

                        April 7, 2010

Campinha:

It is Wednesday, April 7th, the day after election.  It is 4:00 o’clock.  Members present is myself, Guy, Doctor Tom Gleason, Diane Allen and Lisa Irish.  Doctor Charles Gleason is not here at the moment.  Has he called or anything?  He may meander in.  We will move ahead.  Lets do the 249 Main Street, Mario Savoia, Wareham Barber Shop.  

Ethier:

Yes, sir.  I do not see him present at the moment.  But Bob Collette is here.  He as with me on this.  I can brief you on it if you want to know about it.

Campinha:

Lets do this.  Lets wait a few minutes to give him time to get here.  I would like to see him here.  Lets move up to 35 Willard Street.  Does anyone have a problem with that.  Okay.  And that is Charles Rowley Associates and Mr. Rowley is here -  Variance to Local Regulations – Upgrade.

Campinha:

That’s the letter he has to give for a Variance.

Rowley:

I am Charlie Rowley.  Our office prepared this plan for a Phillip [281].  It is an existing house.  They have a failed septic system in the back yard.   Consists of a septic tank and an old cesspool, leaching pit.  They asked us to do the upgrade.  They had a Title V inspection done and it failed.  So, we went out with Mister Flaherty and did the soil test on the lot and we did find that the ground water was quite high in the area.  We are in compliance with Title V with the local Regulations.  The only thing that we are asking for and this is consistent with the local upgrade approval, to allow a reduction of 5 feet to the high ground water to the 4 feet.  What this does is simply allow us a little better transition in the grading behind the house.  We do have what we call a [maverick] system.  It is going to be raised up in the air to get that separation.  A 4 foot difference between the ground water and the bottom of the system and then it would be about a 4 foot difference in the actual grade of the ground from where it is today to the top of the ground.  We are 150 feet from a wetlands that we located.  So, we don’t have to go the Conservation Commission for it.  

Campinha:

It is pretty straight forward.  Bob, do you have any comments?

Ethier:

No, sir.  Only that this is Variance that we grant.  Commonly it is a Variance that [295] under Title V of the Environmental Code.  I think it’s a good plan.  I think it’s a necessity.  I would suggest that the Board grant that.

Campinha:

Anyone have any questions?  Lisa, any questions?  It is something that we commonly do and so I would entertain that we move forward with this Variance.  It is really a good plan.  [Discussion of the pumps].  I am trying to figure out some type of instructions to a homeowner as to what they have and what their responsibilities are and to have someone that they can call at a moments notice.  

I want to make a note that Doctor Charles Gleason is here.

Allen:


I make a motion that we grant the Variance to 35 Willard Street, Charles L. Rowley and Associates.

Campinha:

Okay.  I will second it and it is approved.   

Ethier:

Mr. Chairman, Mr. Rowley asked if he could ask the Board a couple of questions real quick like, after that Hearing we just heard.  It is a plan of 71 Mayflower Lane and he had just a couple of quick questions if you can answer them for him then he could proceed with his designs.

Rowley:

This project was one we did the soil test last week.  The owner has this property at 71 Mayflower.  It is a failed system.  He was trying to get it in the ground before he has a wedding or something associated with the family at the end of the month.  It is in a Zone 2.  He has got an upgrade which we have been able to make compliant with Title V because it is not new construction.  So, to maintain the 3 bedrooms which he has in the house, but I am asking if we need to have a waiver for the added bedroom that the local Regulation requires.  Because if we do, I think it would then make it non-compliant because that is an increase in the existing use of the property.  So, I am asking the Board to just let me know, is that something I need to have or can we go along with the 3 bedrooms which we have designed?

Ethier:

Under title V Regulations, my conversations with DEP representatives say that if it is in a Zone 2, you can not design for an extra bedroom.  But this is a 3 bedroom home already, correct?  And it is going to remain 3 bedrooms.  So, it should not be an issue.

Campinha:

Only because you are leaving it the same, I don’t see an issue.  It would be a standard permit procedure.  

Ethier:

I think because of the situation with this gentleman needing to get it done right away, I think that I can give you the Okay and then you come back before the Board at the next Hearing and we will just make it official.

Rowley:

Then lets consider that the request and I will get Mr. O’Connor to [886].  

[Further discussion of DEP and Local Regulations regarding designing for an extra bedroom.]

Campinha:

Does anybody have any objection to that.  I do not.  

Ethier:

I will review it for you as soon as you are ready and we will have it ready so they can get it in the ground.  Mr. Chairman and members of the Board, Mr. Andrews, our new Town Administrator, is here.  If we could just take 5 minutes just to meet Mr. Andrews and Elizabeth, our Town Accountant.  Welcome.  

[Discussion of condemned house in Onset which Mr. Andrews was involved with.]

Campinha:

We feel privileged to have Bob because of his tenacity and his knowledge.  He makes our jobs easier.   It is 4:25.  Do you want to wait for him?

Ethier:

Mr. Savoia is here.  

Campinha:

Lets take care of Mr. Savoia.

Ethier:

This Complaint was generated by a Complaint from a person who attended or who walked into the gift shop next door and was trying on some clothes in the back room, which is the dressing room and the caller originally that people in the Sail Away Gift Shop were smoking and that was where the smell was coming from.  Mr. Colette got involved and went along with me.  We talked to Mr. Savoia.  We found evidence that there was smoking in the barber shop.  Mr. Savoia has a story, not similar to ours.  He claims that there is something else.  I will let him tell that story.  But both Bob Colette and I talked about this.  There was evidence of smoke inside the building.  We don’t believe it wafted in from outside.  We believe that it came from smoking on the inside.  This is going to be treated as a first offense.  There were some questions before and I have addressed Mr. Savoia in another case where we gave him the benefit of the doubt.  So, this is technically the first offense.  

Campinha:

So, the last time you didn’t pursue it.  You just kind of made a mention of it and let it go?

Ethier:

There was smoking outside.  There was evidence of butts outside.  I thought the smoking went on inside but it could have been that it wafted in.  So we gave him the benefit of the doubt.  

Campinha:

Mr. Colette, I would like to hear from you first before we go on to Mr. Savoia.

Colette:

After having investigated the dressing room of the boutique next door, went around and spoke with Mr. Savoia.  There was not a strong odor of smoke in the work are but there was definitely a concentration of smoke the area towards the back of the establishment.  And that room incidentally abuts the dressing room of the boutique.  

Campinha:

Anything further Bob?

Ethier:

No, sir.   Under our regulations that go along with the State regulations.  The first violation is a fine of $100.00.

Campinha:

Mr. Savoia?

Savoia:

[508] Savoia.

Campinha:

You are the owner?

Savoia:

Yes.  After the Board of Health gentlemen left, I checked our ashtrays that we have out in front of the building and the rear of the building, which we bring those in every night.  The one that was at the rear of the building, which would usually be in the back hallway.  It had butts inside it smoldering.  So, won’t even keep them in the building anymore because I come in in the morning at 6.  I believe that is where the smoke came from because nobody was smoking in the building.

Campinha:

Who’s ashtrays are they?

Savoia:

They are my ashtrays.

Campinha:

Anybody have any questions?  If you were all non smokers, I could probably digest your stories.  I am not saying you are not telling me the truth but I believe the ashtrays are there for more so for you guys smoking than the customers.  Because of the concentration of smoke next door, I am having a problem that there was no smoking inside the building. 

Savoia:

I don’t see how the smoke could seep through the wall.

Campinha:

Maybe it is a coincidence but I am going to say to you, now that I have heard from the State and my agent and I have listened to your story and their story.  In my opinion I  think there was smoking going on because you are all smokers.  

Savoia:

There was lit cigarettes inside smoldering and it could have been there ….

Campinha:

If they were like that all day, you should have got them out.  So, therefore you are responsible.  You, as the owner are responsible for that facility, sir.  You are responsible.  I would suggest that we fine him $100.00 and I would also like to see some type of assurance that it will never happen again.  I make a Motion that we fine him $100.00.  Thank you Mr. Colette for coming.  

Gleason:

I  gave him a pep talk about a year ago.  He was outside the building smoking away.  So, I just stopped and talked to him about smoking.  

Campinha:

Application for Tattoo Practitioner – Sinners and Saints Tattoo Parlor.  Come up Andrew.    

Allen:


Everything you have here and CPR, Pathogens?

Rinta:


Yes.

Allen:


You have had your 3 Hepatitis shots.  Have a titer done to see if you are still okay.  But other than that everything is in order.  He is all set.

Campinha:

He is all set.  Okay.  Do we need a Motion with that?  

Gleason:

Motion made.

Campinha:

Okay.  Motion made and seconded and everything is all set.  I guess this is the 4:20 – Application for Tattoo Practitioner – Keith Kok – Perfect Pain.  I guess you are the competitor of the Sinners and Saints.  Again, Diane will address this.  

Allen:


He is all set.

Campinha:

We will make a Motion that you are all set. It is seconded and moved.  That is all that is on the agenda and I think we can move on to the Health Agent’s report.  

Allen:


Are we doing anything more about the trash?

Campinha:

I think we need to get on the agenda with the Selectmen.  We also needed to figure out the bid process.  I would like to get SEMASS involved too.  We are paid by SEMASS for everybody that hauls from Wareham and dumps in SEMASS, a check is cut to Wareham.  So we are paid.  Lets get a letter off to the Selectmen that we would like to talk with them about this.  We are waiting on their direction.  The grease thing.  I am going up to DES in New Hampshire.  They are having a big problem with their grease in waste water.  And they are putting out a program free of charge to address grease.  Are mosquitoes going to be a big issue?

Ethier:

The school department is going to spray the school fields this year.

Health Agent’s Report:   I was at seminar in Hyannis with DPE and we went over swimming pools, housing inspections.  There is  a certification program for housing inspectors, which I may do.  We got hit yesterday with an Unfunded Referendum.  A demand from DPH in the next couple months, you have to have signs on all the beaches in Wareham.  The signs that wills say what the name of the beach is, when the sampling starts and when the sampling ends at that particular beach and there has to be a note at the bottom that says, the bacteria levels may be unsuitable for swimming.  We do not sample other than the dates given to you on the sign.  And it has to be at every access point at every beach.  

Campinha:

I think it is a CYA thing.  How about having sponsors help with the signs.  

Ethier:

The Finance Committee said they  might be able to help.  Health Fair Monday, May 10, 2010.  It will be upstairs in the auditorium.  I am still waiting for the DPH for two internships.  I put in for two.  One is for beach water testing and the other is for housing rentals in Wareham.  

I think we used 6 or 7 thousand dollars given out for H1N1, which we are still doing at our Blood Pressure clinic.  They will also be giving Tetneus over there also.  Just got two new computers, two color printers, a vaccine refrigerator.  The Tetnus shots are Thursdays at the Multiservice Center.  We have a very well stocked MRC supply room.  We bought a shredder and a coffee maker and a label maker.   We have a balanced budget in Wareham for the first time.    

We did 3 Chapter II – Perc Tests – 14 – Title V – 10 – Complaints: Garbage and Nuisance – there was a lot more than that but sometimes we resolve them on the phone. Food Service, we had one at Red Robin again.  Everything was okay.  The other one was Chili’s – the ladies room has not hot water, but it has been taken care of.  Emergency Response – we had 2 house fires.  

Discussion of Emergency Call Out responses and perhaps lessening the need for Bob to respond.

Discussion of new Inspectional Services Director.   Discussion of Task Force and details of operations.  If there is nothing else I will entertain a Motion that we adjourn. 

Allen:

I make a Motion that we adjourn the meeting.

Campinha:
Seconded.  So moved.  The meeting is adjourned.
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
