Call to Order: Chairman Connaughton called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM.
1. Approval of Minutes – March 4, 2013 Meeting

3. Action Agenda: 

a. Lafrance Hospitality Group TIF Agreement
Mr. Pina presented an overview of the proposed TIF Agreement with the Town and the Lafrance Hospitality Group.
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended the Board vote to support the TIF agreement.
Board Action Required: Mr. Santos motioned to support the TIF agreement. Mr. Fitchenmayer seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

b. Hammond School
Ms. McPartland provided an overview of the program offerings at Upper Cape Tech. She informed the Board that she would be willing to offer some of these programs off site at the Hammond School if CEDA was to procure the space. She noted that there was need for programs in Wareham. She also noted that approximately 12% of the students who take courses from Upper Cape Tech are from Wareham. She stated that Upper Cape Tech did not have a budget for space rental and that if rent would be needed, student fees would need to be raised to cover the cost.
Mr. Louzan provided an overview of the available space and costs associated with the space. The rental cost was $1.52 per square foot and that the space available for CEDA was approximately 11,000 square feet. Rental costs would cover heat and electric. He noted that janitorial services were not included and that CEDA might want to consider some form of renter’s insurance.
Recommendation: Mr. Fitchenmayer recommended that Mr. Pina work with Mr. Louzan to put a lease agreement together. Ms. Connaughton recommended that Mr. Pina research the cost of renter’s insurance and provide the board with a written proposal for the Hammond School their review.
