Call to Order: Chairman Connaughton called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM.
1. Consent Agenda – April 8, 2013 Meeting
 Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board approve the Consent Agenda.

Board Action Required: Ms. Petersen motioned to accept the consent agenda. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
2. Action Agenda: 

a. 2014 Celebration Request:
Mr. Santos presented an overview of a request for funds to support the 2014 “Summer of Celebration” (see attached).
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended the Board vote to support the request for funds to support the 2014 “Summer of Celebration.”
Board Action Required: Mr. Smith motioned to provide $15,000 to form CEDA funds to support the 2014 “Summer of Celebration”. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-1.

b. Merchants Way

The Board reviewed public comments regarding the Merchants Way project and suggested that CEDA provide additional statistical data on available parking to address the concerns of the public.

Mr. Pina reviewed the proposal by the Waterfield Design Group to amend the scope of work for the Merchants Way Concept Design project.
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended accepting the revised scope of work and providing up to $10,000 from CEDA to fund the revisions.
Board Action Required: Ms. Jeffries motioned to accept the revised scope of work and provide up to $10,000 from CEDA to fund the revisions Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

c. Onset Parking Study

Mr. Pina presented a draft scope of work from Nelson Nygaard for the Onset Parking Study. He stated that scope of work was limited and should be modified to include additional tasks including but not limited to the tasks assigned to CEDA. 

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended adding up to $10,000 from CEDA funds to expand the scope of work.
Board Action Required: Ms. Peterson motioned to add up to $10,000 from CEDA funds to expand the scope of work. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

d. Bay Point Offer

Mr. Pina stated that he met with Mr. Fay from Bay Point to discuss the offer to purchase land owned by CEDA at the golf course. Ms. Petersen recommend that CEDA obtain an appraisal of the property prior to negotiating sale of the property

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommends that CEDA identify a negotiating team to meet with Mr. Fay and negotiate a best offer to present to the Board.

Board Action Required: Ms. Peterson motioned to have Ms. Connaughton select the members and Chair the negotiating committee. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

e. Business to Business Expo Funds

Mr. Pina stated that the Business to Business Expo netted approximately $500 form the event.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that CEDA donate their portion of the proceeds to the fireworks fund.

Board Action Required: Ms. Peterson motioned to donate CEDA’s portion of the proceeds to the fireworks fund. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
f. Lost Wages Claim

Mr. Pina noted that a Wareham resident filed a lost wages claim with the Town after being told by a police officer that she could not leave her home during construction of Phase II of the Streetscape project. Mr. Pina stated that the Police Officer acted independently and was not instructed by anyone associated with the project to detain residents.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that CEDA pay the claim on behalf of the Town using CEDA funds.

Board Action Required: Ms. Peterson that CEDA pay the claim on behalf of the Town using CEDA funds. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

Adjournment: Ms. Smith motioned to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. The Motion carried 5-0-0. The meeting was adjourned at 6:30.
