Call to Order: Chairman Connaughton called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM.
1. Consent Agenda
a. Approval of Minutes – June 3, 2013 Meeting 
b. Director’s Report
c. Financial Report
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board approve the Consent Agenda.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Santos motioned to accept the consent agenda. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. Mr. Fitchenmayer abstained. The motion carried 4-0-1.
2. Action Agenda:
a. Merchants Way Existing Conditions Survey Request (Vote)

Mr. Pina discussed the need for an existing conditions survey for Merchants Way along with a soil study to determine, underground water levels, areas of potential contamination, and viability of soil for use as a stormwater treatment. Mr. Pina noted that he solicited three quotes for the survey and that Green Seal Environmental Inc. submitted the lowest quote at $22,693.03 (see attached). G.A.F. Engineering and The Waterfield Design Group also received the Request for Quotes. The Waterfield Design Group submitted a quote for $32,950.00 (see attached). G.A.F. Engineering did not offer a quote for the survey.
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended accepting the quote from Green Seal Environmental Inc. and funding the survey.
Board Action Taken: Mr. Fitchenmayer motioned to accept the quote from Green Seal Environmental Inc. and fund the survey from CDBG funds if possible or CEDA funds if necessary. Mr. Santos seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
b. Recycling Request for Funds (Vote)

Ms. Marilyn Russell, former Recycling Coordinator for the Town of Wareham presented a request (see attached) for funding to continue the Town’s Recycling program which had been eliminated at the Town’s most recent Town meeting. Mr. Pina stated that HUD does not allow CDBG funds to be used to fund previously funded municipal services that have been eliminated from a municipal budget. Therefore the Board concluded that it would be unable to fund the request using CDBG funds.
Recommendation: None.
Board Action Taken: None.
c. Fun 107 Marketing Proposal (Vote)

Ms. Gail LeBlanc from FUN 107 Radio presented a marketing proposal to advertise Businesses and events for the Town of Wareham. 
Recommendation: The Board recommended reconvening on Monday July 8, at 4:00 to continue discussions on the proposal.
Board Action Taken: None 
d. Cape Verdean Festival Request for Funds (Vote)
Mr. Pina presented a request (see attached) by the Cape Verdean Association for $2,000 to support the Cape Verdean Festival.
Recommendation: Due to recent expenditures on several projects the Board recommended reducing the contribution to $1,000.
Board Action Taken: Mr. Santos motioned to contribute $1,000 to the Cape Verdean Association to support the Cape Verdean Association. Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
e. Hammond School (Vote) 
Mr. Pina presented a proposal (see attached) to rent space in the Hammond School to develop a business and training center.
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board authorize him to enter into a lease agreement with the school department to rent space at the Hammond School to develop a business and training center. 
Board Action Taken: Mr. Fichtenmayer motioned that the Board authorize Mr. Pina to enter into a lease agreement with the school department to rent space at the Hammond School to develop a business and training center pending approval of the Town Administrator and the Board of Selectmen and that Mr. Pina get clarification regarding the need for additional liability insurance prior to executing a lease. Ms. Sandra Besse seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

Adjournment: Mr. Fichtenmayer motioned to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. The Motion carried 5-0-0. The meeting was adjourned at 7:32.
