Call to Order: Acting Chairman Santos called the meeting to order at 5:03 PM.
1. Consent Agenda (Vote):
a. Approval of Minutes – December 2, 2013 Meeting
b. Approval of Minutes – January 6, 2014 Meeting
c. Approval of Minutes – January 13, 2014 Meeting
d. Director’s Report
e. Financial Report

Summary: The Board reviewed the consent agenda.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board accept the consent agenda as presented.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Smith motioned to accept the consent agenda as presented. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. The motion carried 3-0-2. Mr. Fitchenmayer and Mr. Brady abstained.

2. Streetscape Phase III Recommendations – Bill Madden (Vote)
Summary: Mr. Madden presented the Wareham Village Phase III design plans for review by the Board. In the plan were proposed changes. Highlights included removing bump-outs and brick work at the entrance to the Fire Station parking lot, at the corners of Sawyer Street, and across Sawyer Street where the public benches now stand. The board discussed the impact of the changes.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board accept the proposed changes.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Brady motioned that Phase III be implemented as originally planned to maintain consistency with prior phases. Mr. Fichtenmayer seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
3. Lighthouse Media Proposal (vote)

Summary: Mr. Pina reviewed the information provided by Lighthouse Media requesting assistance with the production of a thirty (30) minute film about boating in Wareham that would feature Onset Village. Mr. Pina stated that he had been approached by Lighthouse Media last spring about the project and had agreed to bring the project before the Board if Lighthouse Media could find public support for half of the costs. Mr. Pina stated that if the Board would commit up to $6,000 the Board would get:

a. 500 copies of the New England Boating Magazine featuring an article on boating in Onset;

b. A copy of the 30 minute video which would be featured on NESN;

c. Copies of all of the A & B Roll footage that was used to create the video; and

d. As many copies of the article professionally prepared at cost.

Mr. Pina also noted that the cost could potentially be lower than $6,000 depending on how much public support Lighthouse Medial could get for the project.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board provide up to $6,000 from CEDA funds to support the project.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Brady motioned that the Board provide up to $6,000 from CEDA funds to support the project. Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
4. 2014 Summer Celebration Request for Financial Assistance (Vote)

Summary: As Acting Chairman Santos is on the Board of the 2014 Summer Celebration Committee he recused himself from this discussion and appointed Committee member, Mr. Brady as Acting Chair for this agenda item. The Board discussed a request from the 2014 Summer Celebration Committee for $2,250 to assist with Board Member Insurance. Acting Chairman Brady asked if a budget had been submitted along with the request. Mr. Pina stated that he had not received a budget.
Recommendation: Acting Chairman Brady called for a motion to support the request. 
Board Action Taken: Ms. Besse motioned to provide $2,250 to the 2014 Celebration Committee to support their request for assistance with Board Member Insurance. Hearing no second, Acting Chairman Brady called for a motion to table the request until a budget could be presented to the CEDA Board. Mr. Fichtenmayer motioned to table the request until a budget could be presented to the CEDA Board. Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0-1.  Mr. Santos abstained. After the vote was taken Mr. Brady returned the Chair to Mr. Santos.
5. FY’14 CDBG Application (Vote)

Summary: Mr. Pina reviewed the final budget for the FY’14 CDBG Application with Board. He noted that Board of Selectmen approved the Budget on February 4, 2104.
Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the CEDA Board approve the FY’14 CDBG Application Budget.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Brady motioned that the Board approve the FY’14 CDBG Application Budget. Mr. Fichtenmayer seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.

Other Business: 
Adjournment: Mr. Brady motioned to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Besse seconded the motion.
