Call to Order: Chairman Connaughton called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM. 
1. `Consent Agenda (Vote):
a. Approval of June 9, 2014 Meeting Minutes
b. Approval of June 25, 2014 Meeting Minutes

Summary: The Board reviewed the consent agenda.

Recommendation: Mr. Pina recommended that the Board accept the consent agenda as presented.

Board Action Taken: Mr. Smith motioned to accept the consent agenda as presented. Ms. Jeffries seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0-0.
 

2. Cumberland Farms Alley Update
Summary: Acting Chief Walsh was present to discuss the traffic concerns in the alley between Cumberland Farms and the Hess Station. He noted that he participated in the design of phase II of the Wareham Village Streetscape and that as part of that design “Do Not Enter” signs were designated for installation on the Merchants Way side of the alley. He stated that he was in support of those signs being installed and that he also supported the installation of “Parking This Side Only” signs on the side of the street opposite Cumberland Farms. Mr. Pina noted that the former Municipal Maintenance Director Mark Gifford also participated in the design process and supported the installation of both signs. Signs installation was delayed due to contaminated soil found on the site. Signs were delivered to Municipal Maintenance and current Municipal Maintenance Director, Dave Menard raised concerns regarding whether these signs need the approval of the Road Commissioners. Mr. Pina also noted that since the alley is not a formerly accepted roadway it is outside the purview of the Road Commissioners.
Recommendation: None at this time.
Board Action Taken: None at this time.
3. Bay Pointe Planning Meeting 
Summary: The Board discussed the Consent and Agreement of Landlord and the Landlord Waiver agreements. Chairman Connaughton informed the Board that she has spoken with the Chair of the Board of Selectmen and he would like the Board of Selectmen to review the documents before they are signed by CEDA.
Recommendation: None at this time.
 Board Action Taken: None at this time.
4. Evergreen House 
Summary: Mr. Corey Fontes, of Evergreen House met with the Board to discuss his request for assistance with the septic betterment tax. He provided an overview of the programs provided by the Evergreen House. Mr. Pina noted that the Community Development Block Grant program does not allow for reimbursement of municipal betterment taxes. He also noted that assistance for connections to the public sewer system was an eligible expense. Additional discussion ensued regarding the current policy which prohibits applicants from securing a second loan with the housing rehabilitation program if they have an existing loan with an unpaid balance. 
Recommendation: None.
Board Action Taken: Mr. Brady motioned to modify the current housing policy to add a stipulation for review and approval of non-profit requests by the Board on a case by case basis. Mr. Fichtenmayer seconded the motion. The motion carried 4-0-0. (Note: Mr. Smith left the room and was not present for this vote).
5. Cape Verdean Festival 
Summary: The Board discussed a request from the Cape Verdean Association for a grant to assist with the Cape Verdean festival. Mr. Brady asked if the Cape Verdean Association provided a budget with their request. Mr. Pina stated they had not.  
Recommendation: None.  

Board Action Taken: Mr. Brady motioned to table this item until the next meeting and to request a budget from the Cape Verdean Association. The motion was seconded by Mr. Fichtenmayer. The motion carried 4-0-0. (Note: Mr. Smith was not present for this vote).
Discover Wareham Brochure 
Summary: The Board reviewed a request for a grant in the amount of $1,000 by the Wareham Beach and Tourism Committee to assist with the funding for a tourist brochure.
Recommendation: None.  

Board Action Taken: Mr. Smith motioned to grant the Beach and Tourism Committee $1,000 to assist with funding for a tourist brochure.  Mr. Fichtenmayer seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0. (Note: Mr. Smith returned to the room for the discussion and vote).

Adjournment: Mr. Brady motioned to adjourn the meeting. Ms. Besse seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0. The meeting was adjourned at 6:37.
