The following members were in attendance: Alan Slavin, Chairman, Mary Ann Silva, Clerk, Mick Jones, Vice Chairman, John Houton, David Smith, Len Gay and David Begley.  Absent were Edward Pacewicz and Leie Carmody arrived at 6:40 p.m.
1.        ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS PRESENT:
The meeting was called to order by Alan Slavin, chairman, at 6:11 p.m.  The Chair noted that we had a quorum in order to discuss the changes necessary to the proposed charter.

2. REVIEW MINUTES OF PRIOR MEETINGS:

Alan asked for minutes, at which time the Clerk stated that she had the minutes for December 15, 2009 and December 19, 2009.  It was reported that due to the Clerk leaving the meeting early, the motion, vote and time of adjournment was not available.  Alan reported that Ed made the motion and David Smith seconded.  The meeting ended at 3:30 p.m.  The Chairman asked for a motion to accept the minutes.

Mick Jones stated he had an amendment for December 1st.  He noted that there was no section number five and in section four, it referred to a meeting for Tuesday, February 16, 2010.  It was noted that it should be February 6, 2010.  Mr. Begley stated that he should be removed as an attending member, as he had not been sworn it on that date.  Mick Jones then made a motion to accept the minutes of December 1, 2009 minutes amended and discussed.  David Smith made the second.  Alan called the vote, which was recorded as 5-0-1 in favor.  Alan called for the motion, second and discussion to accept the minutes of December 19, 2009 with amendments.  The vote was recorded as 4-0-2 in favor.

OTHER BUSINESS  

Alan then gave a brief overview of the meeting the committee had on Saturday, January 9, 2010.

Alan then reported that the television program he rescheduled for the nineteenth in the morning after Paul’s Gumbo Show.  He stated that this would give us time to pull together more information.  The Clerk stated that is the state election.  The Chairman stated the gist of the show would be to explain the meetings we have coming up and explain that it is informational, which is scheduled for February 6, 2010.   He stated it would be simple as there will be no phone calls taken and it would just explain
the upcoming meeting and guest speakers who will be there to talk with the public.  He stated the

station will replay it until the time of the meeting.

The Chairman stated that he asked the Clerk to look into the ability to film and interview voters on the nineteenth.  He reported it will be basic questions, which will not involve asking anyone to vote for candidates but we cannot impede voters going in and out.  The Clerk reported she would have the answer tomorrow.  

Alan had requested a breakdown of the numbers of voters in each precinct and it was provided to him by the Clerk.  He explained that this would involve the committee’s decision to identify precincts vs. districts, and the reason why it is done this way in other communities.  Also stated was the need for a provision in case, after the conclusion of the Federal Census, Wareham is given an additional precinct and there is no provision for it.
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The Chairman reported that we should have an answer on our final plans for our public meeting on 
February 6, 2010.

Alan also reported that the committee has received no feed back as of late through the newspaper, Library or Town Clerk’s office.
The Body then went through the proposed Charter and discussed several issues and concerns.
