                     JANUARY 28, 2010
The following members were in attendance: Alan Slavin, Chairman, Mary Ann Silva, Clerk, Mick Jones, Vice Chairman, John Houton, Len Gay and David Begley.  Absent were Edward Pacewicz, Leie Carmody, Dave Smith, Donna Bronk, Finance Committee Liaison, and Brenda Eckstrom, Board of Selectmen Liaison.
1.        ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS PRESENT:
The meeting was called to order by Alan Slavin, chairman, at 6:17 p.m.  The Chair noted that we had a quorum in order to discuss the changes necessary to the proposed charter.

2. OLD BUSINESS:

The Chairman reported that he met with the Town Administrator (Mark Andrews) to discuss and request funds for custodian, moderator and the brochure, including the printing of the proposed Charter (38 pages).  They will be meeting Tuesday and he reported that funds a minimal.  He is going to check on funds. He checked with the Board of Selectmen and was informed they do not have the funds.  The Chairman stated that he also gave FinCom the news regarding the length of the document and that the entire document had to be printed. He added that the FinCom pays to have the warrant printed, and the Committee was concerned with the fact that an additional thirty-eight pages might be added to the warrant.  Alan stated that it would be less expensive to have it on line, but the concern is not everyone has access the internet.  Mick stated that it should be placed on line just the same as a PDF file so that residents are given the ability to print it out.  Alan gave him Matt Underhill’s email address.  

Alan reported on the status of the public meetings on February 6 and 20, 2010 and that advance notice has been sent to local papers and it was seen in all of them, except the Observer. Alan stated he is still working on the Moderator situation.  It was briefly discussed that the Moderator needs to be a neutral party.  Several suggestions were made and would be followed through on.
Alan asked Dave Begley if he was still working with the guest speakers for the February 6th meeting,

and Dave stated that he was and would be calling each person as a reminder.

PREVIOUS MINUTES:
The Clerk reported that copies of minutes had been distributed and that December 19th had already been approved, but the first copy of minutes given to members dated December 1st was actually the minutes for December 15, 2009.  Alan asked for a motion to correct the date on the minutes from December 1st to December 15th, which was originally approved as December 1st.  Jack Houton made a motion to correct the date on the minutes from the first to December 15th.  Mick Jones made the second, and Alan called

for a discussion and then the vote, which was 5-0-1 (David Begley abstaining) for approval.  The next set of minutes were for January 7th and the Clerk needed feed back from members present to make sure the information was correct.  At that point, the Chairman stated we needed the person who made the motion to adjourn the January 7th meeting, and Jack Houton stated he had and the second was Mick Jones.   The motion was made by Mick Jones to accept the minutes for January 7, 2010, with the amendments and the second was Dave Begley.  Alan called for the discussion and the vote, which was 5-0-1 (Len Gay abstaining).  The Clerk stated that the next set of minutes was January 9th, which was a Saturday meeting.

The correction was that Jack Houton made the motion to adjourn and David Begley made the second. Another correction stated was that Len Gay was in attendance and it was not reflected in the minutes, which would be changed.  Alan asked for a motion to accept the minutes of January 9, 2010, which was
moved by Jack Houton and second by Dave Begley.  Alan called for the discussion and vote, which was
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unanimous for approval.  The Clerk also distributed the minutes from January 12, 2010.   Alan asked for a motion to accept the minutes as amended.  The motion was made by Jack Houton and second by Mick 
Jones.  Alan called for discussion and the vote, which was unanimous for approval.  The next set of minutes will be January 12, 2010.  Jack made the motion that paragraph two of the January 12, 2010 that the correction made from December 1st to December 15th be amended.  Mick Jones made the second and Alan called for the discussion and vote, which was unanimous for approval.  The motion to accept the minutes of January 12 was moved by Mick Jones and second by Jack Houton.  Alan called for the discussion and vote to accept as amended.  The vote was recorded as unanimous for approval.

Jack Houton stated that he had minutes from a meeting in which the Clerk was absent on January 14, 2010 that he will make available at the next meeting.  
The Chairman called for any other old business and the members had nothing more.  The Chairman then stated that we should continue with the brochure and proposed Charter.  The body continued for the next

hour.
