D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 92 Pinehurst Dr.  The project involves the construction of an addition, deck, & gravel parking area in the buffer zone to a coastal bank & w/in a coastal flood zone.  An 11x14 ft. addition between the existing dwelling & garage is proposed & a 12x30 ft. deck & another 10x22 ft. deck proposed.  A DEP file number has been assigned.  There had been a request at the last meeting to revise plan which has been submitted.  He recommended the issuance of an Order of Conditions w/ standard conditions.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 18 Winship Ave.  The project involves the construction of a pier, ramp, & float system into Onset Bay.  Originally, a 5.5x 325 pier, ramp, & float system was proposed.  A revised plan has been submitted which has shortened the project by approx. 70 ft. & reduced float structure by eliminating one finger float.  Prior discussions involved issues re:  width of dock, water depths, & information relative to the number of boats to utilize the dock as well as drafts of boats (which has been submitted).  The Commission had asked at the last meeting that the float system on revised plan also be scaled back further to provide more distance between float system & eel grass bed.  D. Pichette has reviewed the list of boats to utilize the system & consulted w/ the Harbormaster & the only concern was the largest boat w/ the three ft. draft where there isn’t adequate water depth to house this boat at dock.  
Discussion ensued re:  if any moorings will be eliminated if the dock is utilized.

Discussion ensued re:  reductions in width of dock & wheelchair use on said dock.  Commission members concurred to have revised plans submitted w/ changes noted to width of dock at the next meeting to include a 4 ft. travelway & float pull back.

The purpose of project is to provide space for a boat livery.  Additional floats would house small sailboats & some space would be utilized for service tow boats.  At prior meetings, the Commission had discussed this project & requested additional information re:  comments from the Fire Dept. (just received) & DMF re:  shellfish habitat & a harvest area.  Discussions were also held re:  provisions to be placed to account for potentially damaged vessels being brought to the structure.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located on Great Neck Rd. between Stillman Dr. & Crooked River Road.  The project involves the replacement of gas main along the shoulder of the road & some work is in buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland (cranberry bog).  A four inch gas main is proposed, trenching along edge of road will be required to install the site.  The site is relatively flat w/ no grade changes proposed.  Haybales will be installed at end of Stillman Dr.  He recommended an issuance of a Negative Determination #3.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 29 Birch St. (Parkwood Beach).  The project involves the upgrading a septic system w/in a coastal flood zone.  The existing septic system will be replaced & enlarged w/ a new Title V system.   Part of work falls w/in coastal flood zone AE, elevation 15.  The work is not in the buffer zone to any other resource areas.  There is minor grading work proposed.  Also proposed is a new dwelling & garage, but this work is outside of the flood zone area.  He recommended the issuance of a Negative Determination #2.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located 16 Sandpiper Terrace.  The project involves the reconstruction of a covered porch which is in the riverfront area of the Agawam River & in buffer zone to saltmarsh & w/in a coastal flood zone.  The project has already commenced & a violation was discovered.  This filing is an “after the fact” application.  The existing 8x20 ft. covered porch has been removed & a new concrete footing has been poured.  The addition is approx. 35 ft. to edge of saltmarsh.  The site is also w/in coastal flood zone, AE elevation 15.  He recommended haybales placed around the work area to contain any excavation material while the project is ongoing.  He recommended an issuance of a Negative Determination #2 as this is reconstruction of the same footprint that existed.

D.Pichette stated there was no building permit, thus when this was discovered, the work was ceased & the applicant was required to obtain a building permit, which he doesn’t have because there is no Commission approval.

The project involves the construction of an addition w/in a riverfront area & in buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland in a coastal bank.  An 8x16 ft. addition is proposed which is approx. 90 ft. from edge of wetland & w/in riverfront area of the Wincinko River.  The addition & existing dwelling are on the inland side of the existing dirt road.  Also, there is an existing gazebo that would need to be moved approx. 5 ft. to accommodate the new addition.  There are no grade changes proposed & site is relatively flat.  All work is w/in the existing landscape entrance to house.  He recommended the issuance of a Negative Determination #2.

The project involves the reconstruction of existing decks & construction of a new deck in the buffer zone to a coastal bank.  Two existing decks, one 11x12 & two an 8x8 will be removed & reconstructed in the same footprint.  Also proposed is an additional deck area which will wrap around to connect the two existing decks.  This will be approx. 6 ft. in width.  The work would require the installation of ten 12 inch sauna tubes.  The nearest work would be approx. 35 ft. top of coastal bank.  All work is proposed to be done by hand.  He recommended a Negative Determination #3.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 175C Blackmore Pond Rd.  The project involves the construction of a single family dwelling in a buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland.  A 43x46 ft. dwelling w/ attached 28x32 ft. garage is proposed approx. 85 ft. from edge of wetland.  The wetland line was approved under a previous separate application.  The closest work to wetland is grading which is approx. 30 ft. from wetland.  The grading will result in changes of approx. 1-2 ft.  The proposed septic system is outside the buffer zone to wetland.  Haybales are proposed between work & resource area.  A DEP file number has been assigned.  D. Pichette recommended issuance of the Order of Conditions w/ standard conditions.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 237 Sandwich Road.  The project involves the construction of a three lot subdivision in the buffer zone to an isolated wetland.  This filing is made under the Town’s Wetland Bylaw only.  The proposed work is not w/in the jurisdiction of the Wetland Protection Act.  When the Commission reviewed this project previously, the Commission was still waiting for the Planning Board to have its final review of project.  D. Pichette indicated that he has been informed that the Planning Board has approved the plan.  Revisions the Commission had requested are indicated in plan.  He recommended the approval of plan & issue the Order of Conditions w/ the condition to maintain the 30 ft. no activity zone & to mark that as indicated by a split rail fence.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 45 Cleveland Way (Indian Mound Beach).  The project involves the construction of an addition to an existing dwelling in the buffer zone to a coastal bank & the reconstruction of an existing retaining walls w/in the coastal bank.  A 13x30 ft. addition is proposed approx. 35 ft. from top of coastal bank.  Also proposed is the reconstruction of several retaining walls on the coastal bank itself.  Three existing retaining walls will be removed & replaced.  The original proposal called for Keystone type stone to replace what exists.  Each wall is approx. 65 ft. in length across the coastal bank.  A revised plan has been submitted which proposes a different methodology in terms of material to be utilized for the proposed wall.  The original plan showed proposed stairs down the middle of the coastal bank.  The Commission had previously asked that the existing stairway be utilized for this project which is now shown on revised plan.  He asked the engineer to explain the changes in the revised plan.
Mr. Guay stated the applicant proposes to remove the existing wood retaining walls & replace them w/ wood retaining wall which would involve wood timbers, __________, & behind it would be ___________timbers.  There are no dramatic elevation changes proposed.  Whatever the height of the existing wall is, that will be the height of the new wall.  The applicant is proposing some re-grading in the back which he discussed due to erosion issues.  The revised plan shows removal of the paved walk in front of building & side & will be replaced w/ a paver system & the driveway will be removed of paving & re-graded.  The existing stairs will be widened to a four ft. width.

D.Pichette feels these changes are more favorable than the original proposal.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 18 Dinah’s Way.  The project involves upgrading a septic system in the buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland.  Also proposed is the expansion of the existing driveway.  The existing septic system will be replaced w/ a new Title V system.  Based on the size of lot & location of wetlands, some work will be w/in 83 ft. of the wetlands.  The location of system is the furthest point possible from resource area.  Also proposed is to widen the existing driveway by approx. 14 ft. w/ associated grading.  A DEP number has been assigned.  D. Pichette recommended the issuance of the Order of Conditions w/ standard conditions.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 11 & 13 Harbor Ave. on Onset Island.  The project involves the construction of a pier out into Onset Harbor.  A 117 ft. pier, ramp, & float system is proposed.  The pier is proposed as a common pier between the two abutting owners.  16 pilings are proposed & work will be done by a floating barge.  The depth at the float is shallow.  Brief discussion ensued.
Comments were received from Harbormaster who stated the area is a shellfish resource area that contains quahog resources.  He also states if the project is approved, he would suggest a donation to the Shellfish Propagation Account for habitat loss to commercial & recreational fisherman.  Comments were received from Division of Marine Fisheries which stated the site is shellfish habitat for various shellfish.

D.Pichette stated this hearing has been continued several times due to the applicant looking into a shellfish survey.  Mr. Rowley has indicated that this has not taken place & would like to discuss it this evening.

Mr. Rowley researched conducting a shellfish study & the result was the cost involved was greater than the in-significant impacts to the shellfish in the area.  It was decided that the applicant would like to pursue the permit w/out this study.

Mr. Rowley noted that while this pier is proposed to go out further than the existing pier, it is a replacement pier & one that will be utilized by two families which is a situation encouraged by the Town.  The reason for going out further is to increase the water depth.  He discussed the issue of shellfish & letters received from the Harbormaster & DMF.  He feels the DMF letter is a generic letter & the Harbormaster only notes the area has quahog resources.  The application & area affected by the construction requires 16 pilings w/ four to support the float off the bottom w/ float stops.  All the pilings together &  square footage there is only a total of 12 sq. ft. that is affected by the pilings.  The orientation of this float, dock, & pile system is it gets the sun everyday of year & is a nearly due east/west orientation, thus when the sun is out, sun will be under the pier at all times.  There is plenty of room under the pier so there isn’t a significant shadow.  The depth of the pier is proposed at an elevation 9 & offers opportunity for people to walk underneath the pier.  He discussed deck spacing which would also allow for light.  The applicants have indicated they are amenable to donating funds to the Shellfish Propagation Account.  The structures can be stored above the mean high water line.
Mr. Rowley feels the application meets the design standards.  The DMF letter suggested increasing the spacing of the piles.  He is unsure how much they can be increased & have it be effective & discussed why going out beyond 15 ft. may not be a reasonable thing to do.    He feels that the DMF’s suggestion would only eliminate 6 ft. & discussed why this may not be appropriate either.

Mr. Rowley again summarized the project specifics.

Brief discussion ensued re:  how many boats, size of boats, & draft of boats to utilize the dock.

P. Florindo agreed that communal docks are something the ConCom encourages.  He asked re:  the quahogs in the area & if it would be feasible to relocate some of them in addition to the contribution to the Propagation Fund.  Mr. Rowley stated this could be done.  The gentleman/applicant stated he has been on the island for 34 years & there has always been quahogs except for approx. ten years ago.  There used to be eel grass there, now there is nothing.  He spoke re:  a shellfisherman being there the other day who got three quahogs.

Another gentleman identified himself as a shellfisherman for many years.  He stated quahogs are more prominent on the other side of the island.  He doesn’t feel there are enough quahogs in front of this property to be moved.

P. Florindo discussed spacing between pilings & he wouldn’t recommend spacing the pilings any more than they are proposed presently.  Brief discussion ensued.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 63 Cleveland Way.  The project involves the construction of an addition to an existing dwelling w/in a coastal bank & construction of a proposed garage in buffer zone to a coastal bank.  A 27x41 foot addition is proposed to the existing dwelling.  This will more than double the size of the existing dwelling.  The addition would be w/in the defined coastal bank.  A 24x30 ft. garage is proposed w/in the buffer zone of the coastal bank.  At the last meeting, discussion was held re:  issues of relocation of the drywell & plantings to be installed around the perimeter of the proposed work.  The information is shown on the revised plan submitted this evening.  A DEP file number has been assigned.

Audience members has no questions or comments.

D.Pichette explained that this is on the agenda to review the revised plans.  He stated the site is Lot 4, Map 60 off Marion Rd. which runs from Aubochon to Hathaway Rd.  
D.Pichette stated the request was for the ConCom to review wetland boundaries w/in this entire site.  He reviewed, there were a number of changes made to the wetland line & then a revised plan.  He wanted to make sure all changes made in the field were reflected in the plan.  He noted some changes & Commission members reviewed.  Discussion ensued.

D.Pichette stated augering was done & he concludes that the soils meet & look like upland soils in the areas where it is reflected.  A good 40-50% of the land is located near wetland.  Brief discussion ensued re:  subdivision rules & regulations & the rule dealing w/ 80% of what the zoning is to the area.  A lot that would be created – 80% of that which is 30,000 would have to be upland.  Discussion continued.

D.Pichette suggested members take a tour of the area in question.  Commission members concurred.

Brief discussion ensued re:  when to commence this work & equipment needed.

Brad Bertolho of J.C. Engineering & a contractor approached the Commission asking to be heard.  
The contractor asked for direction relative to 16 French Ave. & a Certificate of Compliance.  D. Westgate feels the direction is that when someone buys a home, they should have an adequate attorney looking up the deeds, titles, etc..   He feels the attorneys aren’t doing this.  Discussion ensued.  
D.Westgate doesn’t feel it is the Commission’s issue when someone buys a property & a contractor didn’t do something according to the plan.

The gentleman discussed the commencement of the project.  He discussed the stones utilized for the wall.  All the work done was created w/ the material that was on-site including the boulders.  The work that was done did not encroach any further into the buffer zone.  Thus, they didn’t go beyond the limit of the work.  He feels this is a minor change & the slopes are not any steeper.  The boulders were from the construction site.

P.Florindo stated the only problem he sees is that someone made an arbitrary decision to utilize this on-site material that ultimately changed the contour to the grade on plan.  It may not be significant relative to the effect of what was done, but it is significant from what was proposed.  When someone makes an arbitrary decision to change something on a project w/out a phone call to an engineer or Conservation Agent to discuss what has been encountered, this should be remedied.  He feels a phone call should have been made to discuss this matter.  The decision was made w/out consultation to the engineer or the Conservation Agent.  The gentleman stated he was unaware of this change.  P.Florindo stated these types of situations are happening over & over.  He feels homeowners should review the plans, liens, etc. to make sure the project is what it is supposed to be.  He again expressed the importance of communication.  He would like to revisit the site w/ permission.

D.Westgate indicated that there is still time to submit a revised plan.  The Commission members concurred to have the contractor ________________???
Discussion ensued between the Commission members re:  this issue.
