I. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 P.M.

II. PRELIMINARY BUSINESS

B. NOI – Galen Locke, c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates – SE76-2021

Present before the Commission:

Mr. Rowley hasn’t received documentation from Natural Heritage as of yet.  Thus, he is requesting a continuance.

L. Caron moved to continue the public hearing for Galen Locke to July 2, 2008.  M. Barros seconded.

C. NOI – Carmen Stroscio, c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates – SE76-2004

D.Westgate recused himself from this hearing.

D.Pichette noted revised plans submitted.  Brief discussion ensued re:  revisions made.

D.Pichette described the project.  The site is located on lots 1044-1047 & 1048C on Tyler Ave. in East Wareham.  The project involves the construction of a condo development in the buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland.  A 10-unit condo development is proposed w/ the limit of work being approx. 30 ft. from the edge of the wetland.  The wetland boundary was reviewed & approved by the Commission under a previous filing.  The hearing was continued for a few reasons.  One reason was to await comments from the latest revised plan by the engineer.  A letter has been submitted by the engineer stating they have reviewed said plans & are satisfied w/ the plans proposed.  The other reason was because the plan changed from being tied into Town sewer to its own system, the septic system has to be reviewed & approved by the Board of Health.  As he understands, the Board of Health has yet to approve the septic plan.  Mr. Rowley explained it hasn’t been filed w/ the Board of Health.  The Board of Health did review the engineer’s information & the Board of Health sent a letter stating they approve the preliminary design.  The reason he is saying “preliminary’ is there may be different suppliers of the nitrogen reducing components for the system.  The location, sizing, & components of the system have been approved by the Board of Health.  He had previously submitted this letter to the Commission.  D.Pichette reviewed the letter from the Board of Health, but w/ the size of the project & the nature of the system, he recommended the Commission wait until the Board of Health has given full approval.  K.Baptiste asked what the Board of Health has approved.  Mr. Rowley stated it is for the system the way it was designed as well as the calculations done.  He briefly noted the process.  He doesn’t see why this would need to be held up for an actual permit & explained that a condition could be placed in the Order of Conditions relative to this matter.  If the Board of Health is not happy w/ the final septic plan, they would require revisions.
D.Paiva asked why this project went to ZBA.  Mr. Rowley explained it was because of the number of units being requested.  He discussed the extensive evaluation of the site to show the ZBA that they were applying for a particular number of units thus, the ZBA asked for improvements to Tyler Ave.

Mr. Westgate asked re:  the drainage to the _________systems, what it will drain into & will a fence be placed on the backside of the development.  Mr. Rowley stated there is a fence shown on the plan which will define the limit of construction.  Relative to the ditches, he has been able to show through the calculations that what is being done on the site does not impact the ditches.  Mr. Westgate discussed the sediment in the ditches.  Mr. Rowley stated there are no plans to make any changes to the ditches as part of this application.

D.Paiva asked what sort of conditions D. Pichette may recommend.  D. Pichette would recommend standard conditions & include conditions to address maintenance to the stormwater structures on site, conditions relative to dewatering as necessary, & a condition re:  the fence.

III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. NOI – Theodore Drummond

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Mr. Drummond submitted the green abutters cards.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located 254 Barker Road.  The project involves the construction of a seasonal dock in a freshwater pond which is White Island Pond.  A 4x36 ft. seasonal dock is proposed.  The water depth at the end of the dock is approx. 5 ft.  There would be three 12 ft. sections.  A storage area is also proposed for the dock.  He recommended this be further away from the pond than proposed.  He feels it should be up behind the house because many times the sections just get pulled up on the beach which the Commission doesn’t want to see.  Other than this issue, he doesn’t have a problem w/ the project.  A DEP file number has not yet been assigned, thus the hearing needs to be continued.  He briefly explained to Mr. Drummond what the DEP file number is.

Audience members had no questions or comments.

Mr. Purinton noted that the green abutters cards will be forthcoming.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at the Lyman Resort off Redbrook Rd.  The project involves the restoration of the stream channel of Redbrook by the removal of man-made earth water control structures & dike structures.  It is proposed to remove, at three locations along the brook; existing concrete flume structures & associated fill material that was placed in conjunction w/ the construction of these structures years ago.  The intent is to return the brook channel to its original condition to enhance the brook for cold water fisheries.  The removal of the structures will remove bottleneck areas along the course of the brook.  The work will be up against wetland boundaries.  Existing earth & dikes will be removed.  Excavators will be utilized to remove material that will be loaded into dumps & deposited into borough pits at the site.  Sedimentation of the stream during construction & removal operations are the main issue.  He met w/ representatives of the project today to talk re:  the issues.  There was also discussion re:  a new bridge to connect the parking area to the trail system at the existing access crossing as the existing access crossing will be removed.  He did not see details of a bridge on the plan.  He asked if this is part of this application or a future application.  Mr. Purinton stated he would like the Commission to consider it for this application.  There was reference made re:  the bridge in the schematics in the design report, but it is not included in the detailed plans.  D. Pichette stated specifics will be needed.  A DEP file number has yet to be assigned & comments from the Division of Marine Fisheries or Natural Heritage have not been received.  He recommended continuing the hearing until all information is submitted.
Mr. Purinton explained the project.  The goal is to restore the natural stream process of Red Brook.  He discussed various species found in the river.  Another goal is to improve the spawning habitat for a rare species (Salter Brook Trout).  They are proposing to take out the relic flumes of the former cranberry bog operations.  This will create a natural flow & natural stream bottom.  Also proposed is to remove all former burms & former fill material utilized by the cranberry bogs.  This will create a lot of wetlands (2,500 sq. ft.).  Trail systems will also be improved.
D.Westgate asked re:  what will be done w/ the vegetation along the stream.  Mr. Purinton explained what will be done w/ vegetation which includes woody debris in the stream.  They will try to recreate as much of the natural process as they can.

Audience members had no questions or comments.

Mr. Purinton asked how much detail is being requested on the plan sheets.  D. Pichette stated any detail that can be provided so the Commission will have a better sense of what the construction will entail.  Brief discussion ensued.  D.Westgate would like the engineer to provide the information relative to the revised plans.

C. NOI – Louise Flanders, c/o G.A.F. Engineering, Inc.

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Present before the Commission:
Brian Grady, G.A.F. Engineering, Inc.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 15 Nanumet St. (Onset).  The project involves the construction of a garage & driveway in the buffer zone to bordering vegetated wetland along an existing pond.  A 24x36 ft. garage is proposed which is approx. 65 ft. from the edge of the wetland.  The site slopes down towards the pond.  The applicant has proposed to place haybales & silt fence to contain any materials during the project.  The project is as close to the road as it can be as far as maximizing the distance to the wetland.  A DEP file number has yet to be assigned.  He recommended a continuance.
Audience members had no questions or comments.

D. NOI – David Lewis, G.A.F. Engineering, Inc. – SE76-2029

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Present before the Commission:
Brian Grady, G.A.F. Engineering, Inc.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 55 Edgewater Dr.  The project involves the construction of two additions in the buffer zone to bordering vegetated wetland.  The site is also located in a flood zone & w/in riverfront area of Crooked River.  A 13x17 ft. addition is proposed & would be approx. 43 ft. from the edge of the wetland.  The second addition is 4x16 ft. is further up towards the road approx. 60 ft. from the edge of the wetlands.  The entire site is w/in riverfront area of Crooked River, although the areas where the additions are proposed are currently deck area that will be removed & replaced w/ said additions.  He expressed concern re:  roof runoff.  In speaking w/ the representative,  roof runoff from the structure will be placed in drywells.  Currently, the runoff goes down into some sort of structure that was undetermined.  A DEP file number has been assigned.  He recommended approval of the project w/ the added condition that if drywells are not in place, they should be constructed as part of this project to handle roof runoff.  Brief discussion ensued.

Audience members had no questions or comments.

E. NOI – Leonard Maxim, c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates – SE76-2027

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Present before the Commission:
Charles L. Rowley, Rowley & Associates
D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 20 Gault Rd.  The project is to upgrade an existing septic system (replace old cesspool system w/ a new Title V system).  There are wetlands fairly close to where the work area will be, but due to the limitations of the site, there are no other areas beyond what is being shown to locate the system.  The new system would be approx. 51 ft. to the edge of the wetland & due to grading, the haybales would be placed approx. 20 ft. from the edge of the wetland.  There aren’t many options for this site.  He recommended issuing an Order of Conditions w/ standard conditions.  A DEP file number has been assigned.

Audience members had no questions or comments.

F. NOI – William Lockwood, c/o Lockwood Architects (Glenview Circle) – SE76-2026

Property Owner

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 7 Glenview Circle (Shangri-La).  The project involves the construction of an addition & deck to an existing dwelling in the buffer zone to Glen Charlie Pond.  An 8x24 ft. addition is proposed as well as a 6x32 ft. deck extension.  The deck would be approx. 54 ft. to the top of the bank along the edge of the pond.  The area is relatively flat as there has been landscaped terracing done at the site w/ the construction of timber retaining walls.  At the on-site visit, it looked like this work was relatively new & possibly could be a violation.  A DEP file number has been assigned.  He recommended a continuance so that Commission members can review the site as to the possible violation.  He has no problem w/ the addition & deck work.

Mr. Lockwood stated there is a question as to work that may have gone on at the site. ___________________________________________________________(INAUDIBLE).

D.Westgate clarified that the concern is work that has been done prior.  He asked how long the owner has owned the property.  Mr. Lockwood stated the owner purchased the property in 2000.  

D.Westgate asked the property owner if she has done any of the work that D.Pichette mentioned.  The property owner stated that she did have the work done.  

D.Westgate explained that the Commission will be going out to the site to review & it can be dealt w/ at the next meeting.  He has no problem w/ what is being requested now.  D.Pichette noted what the concern is (the two lower terraces).  

Audience members had no questions or comments.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 19 Briarwood Dr.  The project involves the construction of a breezeway & garage in the buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetland which exists across the street & is approx. 73 ft. from the proposed garage structure.  The site is also in a coastal flood zone.  The area for the proposed garage is existing landscaped area.  It is relatively flat.  No filling or grade changes are proposed other than the removal of a section of retaining wall.  He has no problem w/ the project.  The applicant has received the DEP file number.  He recommended the issuance of an Order of Conditions w/ standard conditions.

J. Connolly suggested a silt sock so the concrete truck doesn’t wash anything in the catch basin when putting in the driveway.  The Commission members concurred.  J. Connolly also wants to make sure nothing gets washed out to across the street.
Audience members had no questions or comments.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 11 Tyler Ave.  The project involves the construction of an access driveway & drainage area in the buffer zone to bordering vegetated wetland that exists on the other side of Tyler Ave. from where the proposed work would take place.  This is approx. 35 ft. from the edge of the wetland.  Also proposed is the construction of a single family dwelling & septic system.  This work is outside the buffer zone to any wetland areas.  A DEP file number has been assigned.  He recommended approval of the project w/ standard conditions & the same conditions apply relative to containment of runoff from the site into the street to prevent clogging of any catch basins.

J. Connolly asked re:  the rain garden/leaching area.  He noted the bottom of the driveway that flows into Tyler Avenue.  He asked if a trench drain could go in there to eliminate most of the water going down the street.  Mr. Westgate explained there is very little water will be going into the street.  He will consider Mr. Connolly’s suggestion.  J. Connolly noted the water problems on this street.  Mr. Westgate noted his drawings.  D. Westgate suggested a swail vs. a rain garden.  Brief discussion ensued re:  preventing water from going into the street.
Audience members had no questions or comments.
