V. CONTINUED HEARINGS

A. RDA – Lynn Bissonnette

Present before the Commission:
Lynn Bissonnette

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located 3 Bradford St. (Rose Point).  This was an after-the fact filing which involved the construction of a poured concrete patio in the buffer zone to a saltmarsh & coastal flood zone.  At the last meeting, the owner was asked to submit photos of the original patio.  These photos were submitted.  The site is flat & no grade changes were made.  All work has been completed.  If the Commission is satisfied, he recommended the issuance of a Negative Determination #2.

A representative (Beals & Thomas, Inc.)
The representative noted/explained the plans & any changes submitted which the Commission reviewed.

Brief discussion ensued re:  the letter from the consultant (Hancock Associates).  The representative stated their engineer has the letter.  D.Pichette stated the Commission does not.  Brief discussion ensued re:  consultant comments on the project.

D.Westgate expressed concern w/ the amount of fencing being proposed.  Brief discussion ensued.

Brief discussion ensued re:  the roadway & review of the project by the Planning Board.

Brief discussion ensued re:  additional conditions to be placed on the OOC.

Present before the Commission:
A.D. Makepeace representative
D.Pichette explained that the Mill Pond gas station is requesting removal of the fuel storage tanks from the site.  They (A.D. Makepeace) will no longer be in the gas station business.  Where the tanks are situated, they are just w/in 100 ft. of the pond & wetlands across the street.  Discussion ensued.

D.Pichette asked what the Commission wants to see relative to this removal.  D.Westgate stated haybales should be installed & if this will be filed as an NOI or RDA.  Brief discussion ensued re:  removing the canopy.
C. RDA – David Holt (Today Real Estate), c/o Darren M. Moyer L.S.

The applicant has requested a withdrawal of this application.

D.Westgate moved to withdraw the application of David Holt (Today Real Estate) per the applicant’s request.  J. Connolly seconded.

D. RDA – Don Dugan – Wareham Boat Yard

The applicant has requested a continuance.

J. Connolly moved to continue the public hearing for Don Dugan – Wareham Boat Yard to February 3, 2010.  D. Rogers seconded.

E. NOI – Richard Brooks

The applicant has requested a continuance.

D.Pichette spoke to the applicant & the figures the applicant is receiving for a restoration is beyond their means.  The applicant recognizes they need to remove the rock wall, but they are asking the Commission if they can plant it on their own vs. an engineered restoration.  J.Connolly stated the Commission has been dealing w/ this matter for two years.  It was stated the wall is not stable.  Discussion ensued.

This applicant is trying to sell the house. He is leaning to not be in favor of granting another year long time extension.  Discussion ensued.
D.Pichette stated he is inclined to offer a six-month extension due to the vegetation that needs to be planted & it needs a growing season.  Discussion ensued re:  how to proceed.

D. Lot near Weweantic River, Lot 1000-Map 53

D.Pichette explained this lot is the last piece of land on the right as you are heading towards Marion on Rte. 6 before going over the Weweantic River.  The person who owns this land is looking to sell it.  It doesn’t look like there would be as much room to build on this property as the owner originally thought.  Another option the owner is looking into is selling it to Fish & Wildlife & have it open as a kayak launch.  S. Slavin stated the Land Trust may be interested in purchasing it.  Brief discussion ensued.
