IV. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. RDA – Lynn Bissonnette

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Present before the Commission:

K.Baptiste described the project.  The property is located at 3 Bradford Street (Rose Point).  This is an after-the-fact filing in response to an enforcement order issued for an un-permitted construction of a poured concrete patio in the buffer zone of a salt marsh & a coastal flood zone, elevation AE 15.  Approx. 750 sq. ft. of poured concrete was installed approx. 20 ft. from edge of marsh.  The site is flat w/ no grade changes.  All work is complete.  The Commission may want to consider downsizing the patio to increase the setback to the marsh.

D.Westgate stated the standard setback is 30 ft. from a resource area.  Ms. Bissonnette stated there had been an existing block patio there & the concrete was just poured over it.  She doesn’t have a picture on hand of the previous block patio.  D. Westgate asked Ms. Bissonette to send the Commission a picture of the existing patio prior to the concrete.

S.Slavin asked if the new patio increased the size of the existing patio.  Ms. Bissonnette stated it did increase because she tore down an old shed.  

D.Westgate again asked that a picture be sent in re:  the old patio.

Audience members had no questions or comments.

Mr. Pimental submitted the green abutter cards.

K.Baptiste described the project.  The property is located at 11 Longmeadow Dr.  The project involves the installation of an in-ground pool & the expansion of the driveway in the buffer zone to a coastal bank & to a salt marsh.  The site is also w/in coastal flood zone, elevation AE 15.  The plan & NOI state the site is not in the flood zone, but the elevation depicted in the plan indicates the work would be below 15 ft. contour.  A 16x32 ft. in-ground pool w/ a 3 ft. concrete apron surrounding the pool is proposed approx. 30 ft. from the top of the coastal bank.  The limit of work would be approx. 21 ft. from top of coastal bank.  Also proposed, is the installation of a 500 gal. leaching galley to handle the water that may need to be pumped from the pool.  Also proposed is the expansion of the driveway towards the coastal bank.  Haybales are proposed & a DEP file number has been assigned.  D.Pichette recommends the pool be moved as far away from the resource area as possible vs. allowing the driveway expansion on the side of the dwelling.  A continuance for a revised plan is suggested.

Brief discussion ensued re:  the expansion of the driveway & the fencing off of the pool.  S.Slavin asked if the pool could be moved more towards the neighbor’s fence to get it away from the resource area.  Mr. Spencer explained the problems in doing this, such as if this was done, it would bring it closer to the riverfront.
Brief discussion ensued re:  why there are so many coastal banks listed on the plan.  Mr. Pimental explained.
