
MINUTES OF MEETING OF THE WAREHAM CONSERVATION COMMISSION

Date of Meeting:  February 3, 2010

I. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

III. PRELIMINARY BUSINESS

NOTE:
The meeting proceeded w/ item V.  Continued Hearings – A.  RDA – Don Dugan – Wareham Boat Yard.

Present before the Commission:
Don Dugan

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at the Wareham Boat Yard in the Rose Point area.  The applicant involves the construction of a deck in the buffer zone to a salt marsh & w/in a coastal flood zone.  This activity was included in a previous OOC issued to the applicant.  The item was not completed under the OOC & has since expired.  Thus, this application is to request permission to complete this remaining work which involves the construction of a 10x12 ft. observation deck.  This hearing had been continued so members could review the site & proposed location of the deck.  Members did meet w/ the applicant & reviewed the proposed location.  This location is different than was shown on the plan.  The site on the plan was in the salt marsh area.  After a meeting, it was discussed to move the deck so it would not be in this area.  The site is also w/in coastal flood zone, AE elevation 15.  He recommended if the applicant places the deck where the Commission agreed, & fixed to the sono tubes, he would recommend approval of this project.  
Mr. Dugan stated based on the review, the area where the Commission will approve the deck will create some operational issues.  He described the area where he had understood the Commission wanted the deck to be.  This is approx. 5 ft. closer to the wetland from where he felt the Commission previously discussed.  His issue is if the deck is moved forward as proposed, he will lose the drop off area for two boats & trailers.  The other issue is he will have insufficient space for the tractor trailers to move.  Moving the deck back 5ft. would resolve the problem.  In looking at the deck, there will be three steps going up to it.  This will push the deck further out.  His proposal would be staked out where he feels it could go & the Commission could then discuss it.  The marsh already there will not grow back unless re-planted.  Without the deck & beautification efforts, this marsh will just stay stagnant.  He feels the reason this area will not grow back/re-develop is because for 30 years it was utilized as a parking lot to get to the docks.  This area is not used for this now.

D. Westgate feels the Commission gave their decision the day of the review & that should be the end of it.  S. Slavin feels the deck should be as far away from the marsh as possible.

No audience members had any questions or comments.

J. Connolly stated if the applicant agrees to place the deck where the Commission decided, he would like D. Pichette to inspect the placement prior to the construction.  The Commission concurred.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 96 Glen Charlie Rd.  This was an after-the-fact filing for a violation involving the installation of a concrete block retaining wall & back fill done along the inland bank around Agawam Mill Pond.  A drainage pipe had also been installed that outfalls through the wall to the pond.  The wall was constructed along an inland bank & is approx. 39 ft. long.  At a previous meeting, the Commission stated they wanted to see the wall removed because it didn’t meet the Wetland Regulation standards & the area was to be restored using a re-vegetation plan to be submitted to the Commission for review.  The applicant looked into this & has been given high estimates, thus, the applicant would like to discuss alternatives, w/ one option being removing the wall & leaving the site as is, once removed, which is claimed to be what it was before the wall was put in.  There is no restoration plan before the Commission.  Ms. Brooks asked what the Commission is looking for relative to a plan.  D. Pichette discussed what the Commission is looking for as far as stabilizing the area.  He recommended showing what will be planted there.  Brief discussion ensued.  The Commission reiterated what they need shown relative to what restoration will be done after the wall is taken down & the ConCom will give them permission to take the wall down.  A building permit is not needed.
Discussion ensued re:  access to the water after the banking is restored.

IV. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A. RDA – Mill Pond Station LLC, c/o Beals & Thomas, Inc.

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

Present before the Commission:

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 2569 Cranberry Highway.  The project involves the removal of underground fuel storage tanks & it is in the buffer zone to bordering vegetative wetlands.  Four underground fuel storage tanks will be removed.  This would be w/in 85 ft. of bordering vegetative wetland that exists on the other side of Rte. 28 along Parker Mill Pond.  There is one 7,000 gal. tank, one 5,000 gal. tank, & two 4,000 gal. tanks to be removed.  The concrete aprons over the tanks & pump areas will also be removed & back filled w/ clean sand.  All work is to be done w/in the existing paved area.  The applicant would install silt sack in the down gradient catch basin & any extra containment for excavated soils would be installed at the Commission’s request.  He recommended the issuance of a Negative Determination #3 w/ conditions for erosion & sedimentation control to be added to the decision.
D.Westgate asked what will be put there after it is done.  D.Pichette stated it is paved now & will be repaved.

S.Slavin made it clear that she is an officer of the abutting property.

No audience members had any questions or comments.

B. Amended OOC – Donald & Palma Sandrelli, c/o ZN Modular Building LLC

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

D.Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 13 Cove St.  The request is to amend an OOC which was issued for the construction of a single family dwelling in the buffer zone to a coastal bank.  The resource area is a coastal bank which is on the other side of the street from the proposed dwelling site.  The request is to amend the plan to show a new footprint of the dwelling.  The new footprint is smaller in terms of square footage vs. the previously approved dwelling.  Proposed grading has changed, but not significant.  There will also be a drive-under garage being proposed.  Haybales will contain work at the site.  Also being requested in the amendment is to change the applicant’s name to the new owner on the OOC.  He recommended approval of the amendment w/ the same conditions as were issued w/ the original OOC.
Audience members had no questions or comments.

VII. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

A. Discussion:  Michael Fitzgerald – Franconia Site

Present before the Commission:

Mr. Fitzgerald submitted & discussed plans for the Commission to review.  He also discussed what has been accomplished at the site thus far.  He discussed trees that need to be removed at the site.  He discussed plans to renovate the buildings.  He discussed pollution at the site from many years ago & LSP’s attached to the site.  He intends to clean-up the pollution ASAP.
D.Pichette discussed the matter of an underground tank found behind an existing concrete structure w/ petroleum product in it.  There is also product in another corner.  This was discovered at the site visit & consequently the Health Dept. & Fire Dept. became involved.  DEP is looking at this as an accident that needs to be rectified immediately.  This will be coordinated between DEP, the Health Dept. & the owner.  The ConCom will be in the loop as well.  Mr. Fitzgerald believes it to be a filtration & oil & water separation system.  He discussed the culvert.  Brief discussion ensued re:  drainage & catch basins.
Mr. Fitzgerald discussed his proposed plans for the property.  He again asked for permission to cut specific trees down.  The Commission concurred to have Mr. Fitzgerald file an RDA for this tree work.  
Brief discussion ensued re:  utilizing silt socks.  Discussion continued.
D.Pichette stated proposals for removing dirt could be included in the RDA that needs to be filed for the trees.  Discussion ensued re:  Fire Dept. concerns relative to access to the site (behind the buildings).

B. Discussion:  Wareham Land Trust

S.Slavin noted that she is a member of the Wareham Land Trust.

D.Pichette explained the Land Trust is present to request the Commission sign off on some Conservation Restrictions already brought before Town Meeting & to discuss future projects in the works.

Ms. Blythe discussed the Conservation Restrictions.  One is at the end of Columbia Street (Marks Cove area) which she discussed in detail.  D.Pichette recommended signing off on this CR & noted that grant money was received for this CR as well.

D.Pichette stated he requested & received approval for Town Counsel to review this proposed Bylaw.  He has yet to hear back from Town Counsel as to when they will finish the review.  Once he has a sense of this, he will bring forward dates for a public hearing.  Brief discussion ensued.
E. Akins Plan.

D.Pichette stated that Wady Akins submitted a plan to the Commission for his NOI.  It is not a stamped plan.  The Commission concurred to send back the plan to Mr. Akins to get it stamped.  The plan that was submitted is basically an existing conditions plan.  It doesn’t show a lot of detail re:  what is proposed.  The Commission concurred to have D.Pichette inform Mr. Akins that a stamped plan is required.
