The demolition of the existing dwelling & the follow up landscaping is work to be done in the buffer zone to a coastal bank.  The area will be loamed/seeded once the dwelling is removed.  The new dwelling & Title V system will be pushed back & outside the buffer zone to the coastal bank.  Silt fence will be placed between work & resource area.  A DEP file number has been received.  No comments have been received from Natural Heritage.  Mr. Grady stated he has seen the letter from Natural Heritage & said letter had no negative comments.  Discussion ensued.

Ms. Bergeron submitted a plan re:  the deck she wants to build.  There used to be an old deck that was torn down long ago & now there is nothing there except a small landing & stairs.  Brief discussion ensued re:  how far away the deck will be from the seawall.

Brief discussion ensued re:  if the Town’s Bylaw would come into play for this application.  Ms. Bergeron stated Mr. Pichette didn’t mention this Bylaw to her.

S.Slavin expressed concern re:  the distance between the deck & the seawall.

The public hearing notice was read into the record.

K.Baptiste explained that a site inspection was made at 20 Lakeview Drive.  The project involves upgrading a septic system in the buffer zone to a DPW along Agawam Mill Pond.  An existing septic system will be replaced by a new Title V system.  The limit of work is 25 ft. from edge of wetland.  The proposed leach field would be 51 ft. from edge of wetland.  The wetland line shown from 2006 should be re-evaluated.  The leach field will be a raised field surrounded by a retaining wall.  It was questioned what the nature of the wall will be.  The site is very tight & it is the only place to put the system.  De-watering will likely be required.  It is recommended that sedimentation basin be placed as far from wetlands as possible.  A DEP number has not been assigned.

Discussion ensued re:  de-watering & the process.  Also, this application has gone before the Board of Health.

IX. DISCUSSION/ANY OTHER BUSINESS

A. Discussion:  Joe Verderber – 61 Jefferson Shores Road

Present before the Commission:

Mr. Travis

Mr. Verderber spoke re:  the deck on the property.  He spoke re:  the proposed square footage of the deck & the placement of the columns & angles of the slope.

Mr. Travis stated there has never been any erosion on the slope.  All his neighbors are on the beach w/ their decks.  He displayed pictures of the other decks.  His deck will be the furthest away.

K.Baptiste stated D.Pichette had expressed concern re:  the original plans.  Mr. Verderber submitted revised plans w/ approx. measurements.  He noted there had been concern re:  digging into the slope & this will be avoided if possible.  He again discussed the proposal & specifications for the deck.  Lengthy discussion ensued.
K. Baptiste wants to make sure that an accurate plan is placed in the file for this project.  It was already approved, but there were slight changes.  Mr. Verderber asked where the Commission wants the footings placed.  K. Baptiste stated he should speak w/ D. Pichette.  Discussion ensued.

The gentleman stated he is interested in putting an addition on his house in the existing footprint w/ a deck.  It will stay in the original footprint.  S. Slavin stated based on the original condition, no expansion would be allowed to the existing footprint in order to raise the existing deck.  50% of the deck was to be living quarters.  Brief discussion ensued.  
The gentleman would like verification from the Commission.  D.Pichette will need the proper plan & a discussion should be held w/ him.

C. Discussion:  Town of Wareham – Drainage pipe at Swifts Beach.

K. Baptiste stated there is a drainage problem in the Town owned parking lot in Swifts Beach (near the playground).  This pipe comes out & empties into a drainage swail which is plugged.  Municipal Maintenance wants to shorten the pipe & dumping it further inland in the swail which would be an improvement.  Discussion ensued re:  the problem & the remedy.

D.Rogers stated this is a mosquito infested area.  S. Slavin stated Mosquito Control should have been contacted to clear out the drainage ditch.  K. Baptiste stated they were & they did, but the problem resumed.  Discussion ensued.

The Commission concurred to table this issue.
