IV.       PUBLIC HEARINGS
A. RDA – James Nee, Jr., c/o Collins Civil Engineering, Inc. 

Present before the Commission:  George Collins, Collins Civil Engineering Group, Inc.






Mr. Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 10 Wareham Lakeshore Dr.  The project involves upgrading a septic system in the buffer zone to BVW along Glen Charlie Pond.  An existing cesspool is to be replaced with a new Title V system.  The proposed system is entirely within the buffer zone to the BW but is located as far from the resource area as is available on the lot.  The proposed leach field is approximately 70 feet from the edge of the wetland.  The property slopes significantly towards the wetland.  Silt fence is proposed between the project and the resource area as shown on the plan.  Mr. Pichette stated that he is not opposed to the project but recommends the issuance of a Positive Determination #4 to require a Notice of Intent so that the Commission would have an Order of Conditions in place to properly condition the proposed work. 

Mr. Collins stated that he felt the work could be approved and conditioned under an RDA.  

Mr. Carboni asked about the differences between the two permitting options.

Mr. Pichette explained that the Order of Conditions is a more comprehensive set of conditions that had to be recorded at the Registry of Deeds, and that a Certificate of Compliance was required to finish the permitting process.  Recording the permit and the follow up inspection to insure that the project was done in compliance with the permit are not requirements of the Request for Determination of Applicability(RDA) process.

B.  RDA – Julian Rose & Jon Cherubini, c/o G.A.F Engineering Inc.
Present before the Commission:  Brian Grady, G.A.F. Engineering 

Mr. Pichette described the project.  The property is located at 21 Over Jordan Road.  The project involves upgrading a septic system in the buffer zone to a Coastal Bank.  An existing cesspool is to be replaced with a new Title V system.  The proposed system is primarily within the buffer zone to the Coastal Bank, but is located as far from the resource area as is available on the lot.  The proposed leach field is approximately 55 feet from the edge of the Coastal Bank.  The property is fairly flat until to the Coastal bank and then slopes significantly towards the Coastal Beach.  Silt fence is proposed between the project and the resource area as shown on the plan.  Mr. Pichette stated that he is not opposed to the project but recommends the issuance of a Positive Determination #4 to require a Notice of Intent so that the Commission would have an Order of Conditions in place to properly condition the proposed work.

   CONTINUED HEARINGS

A. Town of Wareham, c/o G.A.F. Engineering – SE76-2150

Present before the Commission: William Madden, G.A.F Engineering

Mr. Pichette described the project.  The project is located at the Tempest Knob boat ramp.  The project involves stabilizing an eroding Coastal Bank.  An eroding Coastal bank is to be stabilized by the placement of boulders within the washed out area.  The existing manhole structure shall be rebuilt so that it is functional and will be fitted with a riser and grate.  At previous meetings the issue of the outfall drainpipe had been discussed and how the system would be made to function given that the outfall pipe is no longer connected to the manhole and is likely clogged, rotted away, or both.  Mr. Madden was to research the issue and get back to the Commission.  
Mr. Madden presented a revised plan depicting the revised proposal.  Mr. Madden explained the revision and stated that under this revision the manhole structure would serve as leaching and overflow structure.  He explained that the installation of a new outfall pipe would not be feasible due to the existing salt marsh that would have to be altered in order to install the pipe.  Further, it would be difficult to keep the a new outfall pipe structure unobstructed due to sedimentation issues caused from shifting sands within the intertidal zone.

Mr. Pichette asked about potential erosion on the beach area with this type of setup.  

Mr. Madden stated that stormwater would leach out and be spread out over the beach, thereby sheet flowing instead of being concentrated at one point.  Heavy rain flow events would overflow out of the grate on the top of the structure.  

No audience members had comments or questions.

Mr. Pichette explained that the project was never commenced but the owner was requesting the Certificate of Compliance. Recommendation was to hold off on the issuance of the Certificate of Compliance until this issue could be resolved.   Commission decided to discuss this at the next Conservation Meeting on January 19th.  The Commission requested that the owner be contacted to attend the next meeting.

A.  Decas Land Donation Deed
Mr. Pichette requested that the Conservation Commission sign the deed for the acceptance of the Decas Land donation at the corner of Narrows Ave. and Indian Neck Rd.
