B. Town Administrator’s Report.
 
The Town Administrator reported a number of items: Town Meeting motions had been approved by Counsel, the 8 liquor license applications are moving ahead in the Legislature, the proposed House budget would impact Wareham schools with a cut of $817k, he had initiated a Go Green Wareham program and a Cranberry Common task force to clean up the recent fire site, there was a negative adjustment in the VocTec budget of $55k due to its cut in State funds, and the CPC had received the Town Accountant's summary of funds available and decided not to pursue its own audit at the moment. 
 
The Town Accountant elaborated on a number of these items in response to questions from the Finance Committee. The Chair thanked the Town Administrator and Town Accountant for their diligent work.
 
C.  DOR interview.
Mr Trudell reported on his recent interview with representatives from the DOR regarding Wareham's financial condition and processes.
