Approval of Minutes - February 13, 2006

The minutes were reviewed and discussed. 
MOTION: Moved by M. Baptiste and seconded by M. Taggart to table the minutes of February 13, 2006.  VOTE: Unanimous (4-0-0)

Form B Plan - M. Emnaca, Inc. - Red Brook Road, c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates

The applicant was represented by Charles Rowley, P.E., who submitted the required paperwork.  Mr. Rowley described the plan, which is a division of land on Red Brook Road.  The site will be serviced by Town water and sewer.  After discussion it was agreed to take the plan under advisement and place it on the March 13 agenda under discussion items.   

MOTION: Moved by M. Baptiste and seconded by M. Taggart to continue the discussion of the Form B plan for M. Emnaca, Inc. to the March 13 meeting.  VOTE: Unanimous (4-0-0)

Request for Extension of Time - F.C. Mannix Co. - 236-242 Sandwich Road
