I. CALL MEETING TO ORDER

A.Frangiadis called the meeting to order.

II. PRELIMINARY BUSINESS

A. Minutes to be endorsed:  2/13/06, 2/27/06, 3/27/06, 4/10/06, 4/24/06, 5/8/06, 5/22/06, 6/12/06 & 6/26/06.
MOTION:
A motion was made and seconded to endorse the minutes of 2/13/06, 2/27/06 & 3/27/06.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

MOTION:
A motion was made and seconded to endorse the minutes of 5/2/06.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

NOTE:
The remaining minutes will be handled at a later date.

B. Site Plan – Set Public Hearing date – 2203 Cranberry Highway – c/o GAF Engineering, Inc. (Brian Grady)

The applicant was represented by Brian Grady.  He explained the request is for Plymouth County Teachers Federal Credit Union (across from the courthouse).  They have purchased the residence to their left w/ a 3,000 sq. ft. building on it.

MOTION:
M. Taggart moved to hold a public hearing for Plymouth County Teachers Federal Credit Union on 9/25/06.  M. Baptiste seconded.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

C. Form A – 45 North Carver Road – Andrew Rinta, c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates.

The applicant was represented by Charles L. Rowley, P.E who explained the plan & the intent to divide the line of parcel A & B.
MOTION:
M. Baptiste moved to endorse Form A for Andrew Rinta.  M. Taggart seconded.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

D. Recommendation to Board of Appeals – Site Plan for SAV Associates, LLC, d/b/a Cape Cod Express – 29 Seth F. Tobey Road – c/o Charles L. Rowley.

The applicant was represented by Charles L. Rowley, P.E. who explained an application was filed w/ the ZBA for a Special Permit for a construction terminal in an industrial zone.  This is being presented to the Planning Board as part of the procedure so a recommendation may be made to the ZBA.  He doesn’t yet have the report from the engineer, but as he understands the hearing w/ the ZBA may be continued until  7/24/06.
Mr. Rowley proceeded to discuss the plan in detail re:  a construction terminal in an industrial zone.  A. Frangiadis asked why this has to go before the ZBA.  Mr. Rowley explained that under the Zoning By-law it states that transportation or trucking terminal in an industrial zone requires a Special Permit.  He added that he will not be looking for any variances for landscaping.  M. Baptiste asked what will be done in the snow area; will it be a gravel depression or a grass field.  Mr. Rowley stated it will be grass.  M. Baptiste asked if it will be cut grass or maintained as a field.  Mr. Rowley is not sure, but thinks it may be cut to some extent; but will be kept reasonably low.
Mr. Rowley discussed elevation changes briefly.

The Board concurred to draft an intention for the ZBA prior to their 7/24/06 hearing.

E. Request to be on agenda – Frances Burnett – Station Street clarification – see letter dated 8-22-00.
III. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. Form C – “Capeway Estates” – 237 Sandwich Road, c/o Outback Engineering.

Frangiadis indicated that this hearing was not properly advertised in the newspaper, thus it needs to be re-advertised stating the abutters will be notified on the intent.

No-one was present to represent Outback Engineering.

MOTION:
M. Taggart moved to hold a public hearing for a definitive sub-division plan for 237 Sandwich Road on 8/7/06 at 7:30 P.M.  M. Morley seconded.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

IV. CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. Form C – “Stamatiou Acres” – off of Fourth Street – 2 proposed lots – c/o GAF Engineering, Inc.

A representative submitted the revised plans, other documents, & response letter to the consulting engineer.  A. Frangiadis asked if the letter has been sent to the consulting engineer.  The representative stated “no” but will be forwarded.  

The representative proceeded to discuss in length the attempt to address the consultant’s concerns w/in the revised plan(s) & explained each revision. (Note:  the representative was difficult to hear on tape). 

Brief discussion ensued re:  if the existing structure has Town water.  A. Frangiadis asked if there is a reason why a well is being proposed.  The representative stated they are not interested in hooking up to water.  M. Baptiste stated the Town owns the property on the un-built Ash St. 7 water lines go across w/ easements all the time.  He doesn’t feel the representatives argument is good for not putting water there.  Discussion ensued re:  where the existing house gets its water from & where the existing water line is.  Discussion ensued how to get water to this property via a private service vs. a main put in a Town road.  A. Frangiadis read correspondence into the record from Michael Martin, Water Superintendent re:  if water service is requested for this area.

M. Baptiste asked who is going to own the road layout & the parcel A (drainage easement).  The representative stated the drainage easement will remain w/ the property, it could be Lot 1, Lot 2, a homeowners association, etc.  The people next door could eventually buy the remaining pipe.  M. Baptiste expressed concern re:  butting a hole there & he can see another road coming off across this parcel to Mr. McDonald’s property; it is a big piece & will give a lot of access through there. He would like a condition stating that no other homes will be serviced off of this new street in perpetuity.  A. Frangiadis stated the applicant is asking to grant the waivers to service the one lot.  She discussed what the Planning Board has done in the past if there is more than one lot involved.  M. Baptiste again feels there should be a condition & not offer the option of more than one lot; one lot only into perpetuity.   Discussion ensued. 

M. Taggart asked if the remainder of Fourth St. is a private way.  The representative stated it is a private way & indicated where it is located on the plan.  He discussed court documents indicating the taking of rights of way that were located criss-crossed the parcel, relocated these rights of way to the street that they were approved.  The right of way & all the roads in the area are 30 ft. wide.

A.Frangiadis asked w/ re:  to the drainage easement/retention basin that is surrounded by a field guardrail – is it possible to change the field guardrail to a closed guardrail.  Discussion ensued what is indicated on the plan.

M. Morley asked what type of trees/vegetation is there & if it has been forested.  The representative stated white pine, pitch pine, etc.  Ms. Morley asked if the waiver is granted how would it impact the trees/vegetation.  The representative stated the trees wouldn’t have to be removed & only a little vegetation would be removed further up.

Present before the Board:

Peter Bartlett

Mr. Bartlett agreed w/ a stipulation that nothing can be built behind him, no changes to the easement.  If the issue comes up re:  putting up a cul-de-sac & a drainage easement behind his house, there will need to be discussion re:  fencing & trees.  He has no problems w/ one additional house & no changes to the easement.

Present before the Board:

Elwood Nadio (????)

Mr. Nadio asked if the Board is going to allow a driveway which is 14 ft. wide & why would Fourth St. be 30 ft.  He would like to see that this road be used just for this property.  The representative stated frontage has to be created on the street & they are asking for waivers on construction of the way in turn just utilizing the right of way.  Brief discussion ensued.  Mr. Nadio doesn’t understand why it has to be 30 ft. wide between the houses.  The representative discussed how Fourth St. is laid out.

Present before the Board:
The proposed homeowner

The proposed homeowner stated that he & his wife have attempted to do this sub-division for the past three years & they have met all the requirements & is legal.  He discussed how the location is very porous & there is no run-off & the house will be far enough away from surrounding lots that there will not be any problems.  He asked for approval of the waivers.  G. Barrett discussed the process that is being followed & the need to have everything in place before making any decisions.  The homeowner would like things finished in a reasonable timeframe.  

Brief discussion ensued re:  maintenance of the roadway. A member of the audience expressed concern re:  asphalting & then having no maintenance.  A. Frangiadis explained that the two lots would be private & they would be responsible for maintenance.  Brief discussion ensued.  
A. Frangiadis indicated that the information presented will be forwarded to the Town 
Engineer & hopefully have something back for the Board’s 7/24/06 meeting.
M. Baptiste read comments into the record from the Town Engineer which in short states, under the Rules & Regulations, unless the applicant has full ownership of Fourth Street, he doesn’t believe the Planning Board has the authority to approve the plan that proposes the work…., etc.  M. Baptiste would like this issue cleared up.

MOTION:
M. Morley moved to continue this public hearing until 7/24/06 at 7:30 in anticipation of having received the Town Engineers comments.  G. Barrett seconded.

NOTE:
Someone from the audience asked if the meeting can be continued to the next Monday.  A. Frangiadis stated the Planning Board will not be meeting on that Monday.  Brief discussion ensued.  A. Frangiadis discussed the process from here.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

B. 7 Elm Street – SCS Realty Trust – Sandra Assad

MOTION:
M. Morley moved to continue this public hearing until 7/24/06.  M. Taggart seconded.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)

C. Site Plan Review – “New England Refrigeration and Heating” – 30 Sandwich Road – c/o Charles L. Rowley & Associates.

The applicant was represented by Charles L. Rowley, P.E.  Mr. Rowley stated documents were sent to him via e-mail which he could not open & review.  A. Frangiadis asked if he wished to have this hearing continued.  Mr. Rowley stated it may have to be continued so he can review the information.  
MOTION:
M. Baptiste moved to continue this public hearing until July 24, 2006.  M. Taggart seconded.

VOTE:  Unanimous (5-0-0)
V. OTHER BUSINESS

NOTE:
Two members of the audience addressed the Board.  The residents were told on Friday that they could be placed on the agenda re:   Brown St.  They expressed concern re:  what is going on w/ a construction project & the condition of the roadway (Brown St.).  They discussed the conditions that were placed relative to the roadway.  A. Frangiadis suggested attending the Board of Selectmen meeting tomorrow night to address the issue during Citizens Participation.  Brief discussion ensued re:  what the conditions for Brown St. were, for example, paving & these residents’ complaints.  A. Frangiadis explained that the project on the right side of Brown St. is a Planning Board matter; the project on the left side of Brown St. is a ZBA matter.  Discussion continued.
A. Beaver Path Subdivision – Set Bond Amount.

B. Beaver Meadows Subdivision – Bond Release Request.

It was stated that there are no monies for the Consulting Engineer to inspect.  C. Gricus discussed the need to obtain an estimate for the bond amount.

M. Baptiste asked re:  the trees in the Beaver Meadows subdivision (Swifts Beach); the trees are all dead & he doesn’t know if there is enough money to replace them. C. Gricus discussed the amount of bond available.  Brief discussion ensued.

Discussion again ensued re:  how to handle the bond issue & the tree issue.

M. Morley recalled that the Planning Board was to have Bill Bachant back to report on the conditions that were placed after the work was done.  The Planning Board members don’t believe he has reported yet.

The Board concurred that no action is necessary at this time.

Baptiste feels the Zoning Enforcement Officer should go there to make sure all the conditions have been met.  Discussion ensued.

A.Frangiadis spoke re:  issue in East Wareham of ?????????(ul-tie-key) because they added a light to a standing lighthouse w/ a rotating strobe light.  The Zoning Enforcement Officer spoke to the owner, but it is still there.  She suggested M. Taggart e-mail the owner again asking him to take it down.

A.Frangiadis spoke re:  an issue of traffic spilling out onto Cranberry Highway at the Dunkin Donuts/East Wareham.  Discussion ensued re:  what is happening w/ the traffic & if anything can be done, for example, reconfiguring.
