PLANNING BOARD MINUTES

August 11, 2008

CALL MEETING TO ORDER:  The Planning Board meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Chairman Barrett.

PRELIMINARY BUSINESS:

Minutes to be approved:  May 12, 2008 & July 28, 2008. The Minutes were not available.  No vote was taken.

An informal request was made by Alan Slavin to reschedule a discussion with the Planning Board members (regarding a modification to an approved Site Plan) to Monday, August 25, 2008.
Form A plan – 22 Howard Avenue – c/o Jan Dubrowski

The two properties are pre-existing non-conforming lots.  Discussion ensued among the Board, due to the request to make two pre-existing non-conforming lots more non-conforming if consideration for the request was given.  The Board would like opinion from Kopelman & Paige or the Building Commissioner and to check with the Zoning Board of Appeals, prior to rendering a vote or decision.

Request for extension – “Pathmark Medical” @ 6 Recovery Road

The request is for a 2 year extension.  Due to the current real estate market, the property has not been secured by a tenant that would economically justify starting the project, per Dana Carter, correspondence dated 6-18-08.  

Motion to grant the extension to Pathmark Medical for 2 years was made by Michael Baptiste.  The motion was seconded by Charles Klueber.  Vote:  Unanimous (4-0-0).

OTHER BUSINESS:

Capitol Planning Committee – nomination/volunteer member of the Planning Board.
Member Charles Klueber asked how often does the committee meet.  Discussion ensued and a Motion was made by Michael Baptiste to appoint Charles Klueber to the Capitol Planning Committee to replace George T. Barrett.  The Motion was seconded by Mary Davey Morley.  Vote:  Unanimous (4-0-0)

Street name needed for private way – Off Old Woods Road.
The Board discussed the need to name a private way off of Old Woods Road.  Notices must be sent to all residents and a public hearing must take place to choose a street name for this section of Town.

DISCUSSION:

Tihonet Mixed Use & MEPA Site Visit – scheduled for August 12th @ 1:30 p.m. at the Wareham Town Hall in the Lower Level Cafeteria. 

Board members acknowledged and discussed who would be available to attend.  Charles Klueber volunteered to check his schedule and inform members of his availability.  
Endorsement of Form C approval and mylar - Form C subdivision – off Tyler Avenue, c/o Westgate Land Survey.  
Frank Westgate, engineer for the applicant, did not put the proposed street name on the plan, therefore, the Board requests that this be done and put on the next meeting agenda.
Rose Point Roads – discussion only.
Resident Deborah Pfinister was present.  Mrs. Pfinister distributed paperwork to all Board members, with pictures of the current status of Thomas Avenue.  Mrs. Pfinister asked the Board what the process of vacating Thomas Avenue would be, of which, is a private road and overgrown with brush (as shown in the pictures).  Chairman Barrett explained that the deeds for Thomas Avenue should be checked, as should the rights to pass and repass, prior to any rescinding of the road and a modification of the approved subdivision will need advertising for a public hearing and abutter notification, so that all interested parties are notified of any potential changes.  Discussion ensued.  Mrs. Pfinister expressed concern in regard to the 14’ access and the waiver of the construction of a subdivision roadway.
Fall Town Meeting – proposed Articles

The only Article that will be on the Warrant is a correction to the Mullins Rule.  Chairman Barrett suggested that the Board review any/all zoning map changes, corrections, etc. to prepare for the April Town Meeting.

Zoning By-Laws – Certification page 

Chairman Barrett signed the certification page for the insertion in the April 2008 revised Zoning By-Laws.

Beaver Meadows – correspondence received from Michelle Fitzgerald with request to check the performance bond balance on the subdivision in order to enforce the privacy screen.  The Board requests that the secretary check the balance remaining in the performance bond.
The Board requests that the secretary check Donna Road, a private road in a subdivision not completed.
