MINUTES OF MEETING OF WAREHAM PLANNING BOARD
Date of Meeting:  August 25, 2008
CALL MEETING TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:15 P.M.

PRELIMINARY BUSINESS
Rosemary Lane Subdivision.
Present before the Board:
Michael Mulligan from Mulligan Homes
Discussion ensued re:  the units.  Unit 2B is the carriage house.  Re:  Unit 3B, the closing will be on 9/5/08.  There are two units left.  Lots 1 & 3 need a lot release.  Lot 2 has the carriage house on it.  It was stated that CO’s cannot be issued w/out permission from the Planning Board (documented on the building permit and/or certificate of occupancy).

Brief discussion ensued re:  proposals for security, price for completion, & surety.

Brief discussion ensued re:  amending Lot 3.  There is no CO for Lot 3A & Lot 2A.  Although there is no CO for 3A, 3B will have a closing on 9/5/08 & 2B has occupancy.
G. Barrett suggested the Board propose surety on Lot 1 or hold up C.O.’s on Lot 1 unit (2); 1 unit (3); unit (2) = 0 units.  He will check on release.  Brief discussion ensued re:  removing Lot 2 & completing the drive to the end.
MOTION:
G. Barrett moved to approve Lot 2 pending confirmation or recording of Lot 1 ( or lack of) & a re-statement of the Planning Board sign off on CO’s w/ the understanding that there will be no release until the subdivision roadway is completed or sufficient bonds are posted.  M. Morley seconded.
VOTE:  (3-1-0) M. Baptiste opposed
Form A Plan – 22 Howard Avenue – c/o Jan Dubrowski.
Discussion ensued re:  two continguous lots.  It was stated there may be a need to go before the ZBA for confirmation of the pre-existing lot lines.  It was stated it is not within the Planning Board’s capacity to establish these lines.  The Planning Board will recommend that there is a hardship to the ZBA.
As-Built Received – Timeless Lane – c/o J.C. Engineering, Inc.
Brief discussion ensued.
MOTION:
M. Morley moved to release the remainder of the bond for Timeless Lane.  M. Baptiste seconded.
VOTE:  Unanimous (4-0-0).

Form A Plan – Off of Cranberry Highway – Merrill Walker – c/o Charles Rowley & Associates.

Present before the Board:  Charles Rowley.  Brief discussion ensued re:  the lot, zone, & square footage.  It was stated the lot would be created for a single house only.

M. Baptiste moved to endorse Form A for Off of Cranberry Highway – Merrill Walker.  M. Morley seconded.
VOTE:  Unanimous (4-0-0)
Presentation – The Retreat at Union Pond – Jim Koningisor of Gatehouse Group.

Jim Koningisor, The Gatehouse Group
A presentation of the project called “The Retreat at Union Pond” was made before the Planning Board.  The following points were made:

· No Section 8 housing

· Not subsidized

· No welfare

· 25% of all affordable units are at 60%

· There will be one to three bedroom units

Brief discussion ensued re:  historic data.  Barbara Bailey of the Historical Society will be contacted.

Brief discussion ensued re:  the square footage of the units.  Lengthy discussion ensued re:  parking.

Form C Modification – Sandy Pines Drive Residential Subdivision – c/o Woodard & Curran (Brian Dunn) located at 418 County Rd.

M. Baptiste moved to waive the reading of the public hearing notice into the minutes.  M. Morley seconded.

Mr. Burnett submitted the green abutters cards.

The matter pending is to amend the original approval of a definitive subdivision plan dated 5/14/07 & modify in accordance w/ mandate dated 6/11/08 & clock to be reset for two years & previous conditions to be applied.  Discussion ensued.

G. Barrett moved to amend the approval of a definitive subdivision plan dated 5/14/08 for Sandy Pines Drive Residential Subdivision & to modify in accordance w/ the mandate dated 6/11/08 & further, that the clock be reset for two years & previous conditions to be applied.
VOTE:  Unanimous (4-0-0)

MOTION:
M. Baptiste moved to reset the clock for two years & to grant a two-year extension on the subdivision approval for Sandy Pines Drive Residential Subdivision.  M. Morley seconded.
VOTE:  Unanimous (4-0-0)
DISCUSSION
Charge Pond Estates subdivision – Correspondence received August 18, 2008.
Brief discussion ensued re:  release of $4,500.  $500 represents a balance to leave in the account as well as $2,400 to remain in the account.

MOTION:
M. Baptiste moved to grant a release pending verification of the bond amount for Charge Pond Estates.  C. Klueber seconded.
VOTE:  Unanimous (4-0-0)

Endorsement of Form C approval & mylar – Form C subdivision – off Tyler Avenue – c/o Westgate Land Survey
Brief discussion ensued re:  11 Tyler Avenue pending street name.  The Board signed the Form C plan.
