 The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

PRELIMINARY BUSINESS:

A. Reorganization of Board

MOTION:
 A motion was made and seconded to nominate Michael Baptiste as Vice Chairman.

B. Landscape Plan – 33 Charge Pond Road – YMCA c/o JC Engineering, Inc. 

Present before the Board:
Representative from J.C. Engineering, Inc.

The representative stated he is representing the YMCA.  He presented a Site Plan for landscaping. There would be planting of trees (small White Pines) to separate the YMCA from the abutter’s property.  The representative believes this will be okay with the abutters.  No abutters were present.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A. Application for Site Plan Review entitled “Standard Repair Company”, c/o BSC Group (Scott Burr, General Manager) on property located at 2701 Cranberry Highway, Wareham, MA 02571 (Assessors Map 133 – Lot 1000) for development and construction of a two-story retail building (2,353 SF FP04704 SF FA), 17 parking spaces, landscaping and utilities.  The subject property is located in a Commercial Strip zoning district. The lot consists of 40,000 SF.
Present before the Board:
David Crispin

Mr. Crispin addressed the Board.  He wants to build welding devices at this site..  The building will be a two- story building with offices and storage on the 2nd floor and retail on 1st floor. The 200-300 gallon septic would be located in the front of the property with a 35 ft. buffer strip across the rear of the lot.  Town water is available.  There would be two light poles about 10 ft. high.  Low lighting will be on the building. 
Present before the Board:
Ms. Jones

Ms. Jones raised questions about the height of building, windows, & lighting.   Mr. Crispin responded that lighting would not spill over into the street or abutters’ property.  Trees and shrubs will remain unchanged.   Discussion ensued re:  the number of houses abutting the property.  Only one (1) house abuts the property with two (2) vacant lots.  It was stated neighbors are concerned about propane on the property.  No report has been received from the Fire Department.  
Mr. Baptiste stated the hearing will not be closed and there will be an on site inspection of the property on April 18, 2009.  
The Board concurred to continue the hearing to May 11, 2009 at 7:30 pm.

 Eleventh Street, Onset, MA  

Present before the Board:
Charles Rowley, Rowley & Associates

Mr. Rowley requested the Board sign a duplicate formal Form A plan for the two (2) lots on Eleventh Street for recording with the Land Court.  The original plan in 1989 was never recorded or filed with Land Court in Boston within six (6) months of the Board’s approval.  There are no changes on the new Form A Plan except for a date change.  Brief discussion ensued.

Staples Property Subdivision 
Present before the Board:
Charles Rowley, Rowley & Associates
Mr. Rowley stated he had no comments from the Land Trust.  The subdivision would create three lots: one lot to the Land Trust; one lot for Mr. Staples and one lot for Ms. Mann.  Mr. Staples’ lot would have frontage on Broad Street and Mrs. Mann’s parcel would be landlocked.  If the subdivision receives approval, the owner of the land locked parcel (Lot A-3) would have to seek an easement from the owner of Lot A-5.  
Mr. Rowley wants to know of the Board’s sentiment so the owner of Lot A-5 could proceed with a request for a formal hearing.  Brief discussion ensued.

Mr. Baptiste stated he doesn’t want the Town picking up the cost for the road.  He suggested the Board’s secretary, Brenda Sampson, to send a certified letter to Cornerstone to attend the  May 11, 2009 meeting to discuss this matter.
