There is a need to get a study report on Swifts Beach to determine long-term solutions.  Mr. Slavin offered to obtain the Swifts Beach report from the Community Preservation Committee.
Mr. Barrett will ask the Conservation Commission for minutes on parking approval access on the land only (permission given to Mr. Elkallassi).

This matter will be continued to August 10, 2009 & various Board members will walk the proposed subdivision property.

Discussion ensued re:  if the park generates industrial waste, they will require holding tanks of some sort.  Mr. Baptiste would rather see a final system rather than a home residential system.  The Board expressed concern re:  the proposed septic system is not going to be sufficient.
