III. PRELIMINARY BUSINESS

“In accordance w/ the provisions of Chapter 40-A, Section 5, MASS General Laws, the Planning Board will hold a public hearing on January 25, 2010 at 7:00 P.M. in the lower level cafeteria of Wareham Town Hall, 54 Marion Road, Wareham, MA to consider the following proposed revisions to the Subdivision Rules & Regulations:  Section VII – Filing Fees”.
The Board reviewed the proposed fees.

A motion was made & seconded to approve the filing fee of $150.00 per plan sheet plus $50.00 for each newly created lot for Form A – Approval Not Required Plans.

A motion was made & seconded to approve the filing of $750.00 plus $75.00 per lot if Form B has been submitted, plus $1.00 per linear ft. of road plus $75.00 advertising fee & further, $1500.00 plus $50.00 per lot if Form B has been not been submitted, plus $1.00 per linear ft. of road plus $80.00 advertising fee for Form C – Definitive Plan.

· Preliminary plan (Form B) the filing fee for a modification shall be $500.00 + $100.00 per lot and a Definitive plan (Form C) the filing fee for a modification shall be $750.00 + $75.00 per lot (f a Form B has been submitted),however, if a Form B has not been submitted the filing fee for a subdivision modification shall be $1,500.00 + $50.00 per lot.  
· Any/all review fees required will apply in regard to consultants, ancillary report reviews, supplemental studies, etc for any/all modification(s) by vote of the Planning Board.
· The Planning Board, in its discretion, may waive or adjust the fees if it deems the modification to be minor.

A motion was made & seconded to where specific conditions arising from the land or the nature of the proposal necessitates the assistance of planning, engineering, legal, traffic, soils, hydrologic or other consultants, the Planning Board may engage such consultant services to assist the board in analyzing the project to ensure compliance w/ all relevant laws, bylaws, regulations, good design principles and best available practices & further, in these instances the Board will require the applicant to pay a review fee consisting of the reasonable costs to be incurred by the Board for these services (the provisions for this language MGL Ch. 44, Sec. 53G, were adopted at the 10/21/02 Town Meeting) for Review Fees Required.
