III. PRELIMINARY BUSINESS

A. Minutes to be approved:  January 25, 2010 & March 29, 2010.

B. Bay Pointe – Informal Discussion.

Discussion ensued re:  the past proposal for Bay Pointe which will be presented again.  Restrictions will be looked at to turn property over to another developer if there is a big box store proposal.

Discussion ensued re:  the need for a hearing date for this proposal.  Also, Attorney Devin & Ms. Frangiadis were asked to provide a schedule of changes as Town Meeting gets closer.

C. Rock Marsh Subdivision – Status of road.

No-one representing Rock Marsh was present.  No discussion held.

D. Informal Discussion – Site Design – 2-4 Tyler Avenue – Tibbetts Engineering.

Present before the Board:

The representative discussed the site design for 2-4 Tyler Avenue.  He showed the potential building, but stated there are problems/issues w/ Conservation, landscaping, & frontage issues.  There needs to be a wetland accommodation.  They will also need a demo law permit processed.  Discussion ensued re:  the project.
E. Weweantic Easement (waterfront), c/o Bob Everton.

Mr. Everton explained there is an unusable piece of land on the Weweantic River that is part of the electrical company easement.  There are seven abutters to this piece of property.  Nothing can be done w/ the land.  It is owned by a Trust.  The Trust wants to be eliminated.  It is important to get rid of the Trust to get rid of the liability associated w/ the beach (Briarwood Beach).  It is known as Lot 1001 of Map 53.  There are 2.83 acres known as Briarwood Beach.  In the 1960’s the Town illegally dumped sand & created new land.  The Town took this land for back taxes.  The problem was in the mid 1960’s, the Town created land owned by others.  All the waterfront land owners’ deeds say they own to the high water mark.  When assessing Lot 1001, it was created and assigned land to Charles Strut who owned other lots in this area. To get rid of the Trust, there is a need to get rid of this land.  

The Trust has a defective deed.  90% of the land was owned by homeowners.  If the Trust is dissolved & the homeowners are out of it, there still leaves a 400 ft. strip of land.  He is suggesting if this 400 ft. strip of land is subdivided w/out issues, a public access easement will be provided to access Town land & will be placed in the subdivision language.

He will be emailing me documentation backing up all this information.  

Discussion ensued re:  what Mr. Everton presented as well as access for the public & change of ownership of the beach.  Mr. Baptiste & Mr. Slavin recommended strongly that Mr. Everton procure an attorney.  They noted the biggest hurtle will be getting the Trust to agree to the change.
F. Informal Discussion – Walmart, c/o Bohler Engineering, Inc.

Present before the Board:
Mr. Smith, Walmart Representative

Mr. Smith proceeded to give an informal presentation/explanation re:  the proposed Walmart project.  He noted it will be a 150,000 sq. ft. store w/ two access points on Tobey Road.  There will be one full entrance & one full exit only onto Cranberry Highway.  The project will be 100’ away from wetlands.  It is more or less a flat site.

He doesn’t anticipate any requests for waivers.  There will be approx. 600 parking spaces.  Lengthy discussion ensued.
