Public hearing on the Master Plan Update will be held on June 2nd. Drafts of 6 Chapters along with the vision statement will be discussed. Copies for review available at the Library and Town Hall and Town Website. 

3.0 BUILDING PERMITS: 

3.1 Alicia and Arthur Rackowski: TM#14-291, requesting a building permit to approve a 22 x 26’ family room addition. Awaiting additional information.

3.3 Wayne Chassie TM# 14-432, 30 Cottage Lane, Williams and Marshall inspected and found all setbacks are in compliance. Williams motion to approved, Marshall second, all in favor.
3.4 Michael Carter: TM# 22-04, requesting a building permit to approve to build a new 28 x 40 Cape with a split level entry. Williams and Marshall inspected the property finding all setbacks are in compliance. Willaims motion to approved, Marshall second, with conditions as follows: only one dwelling to be occupied at one given time and existing house to be demolished and all materials to be removed from property within 90 days of occupancy permit of new house or April 30 2016, whichever is later. Any violation of these conditions will result in a $100.00 per day fine which would start immediately upon notice. Pending Payment. All in favor.
3.5 Jean Landry, TM# 14-381 requesting a building permit to construct a 28 x 38’ cape including a 26 X 39’ detached garage. Williams, inspected property finding all setbacks are in compliance. Williams motion to approved, Marshall second, all in favor. Pending payment of permit fee.
3.6 John Ferlins, TM# 12-85, sent in application for a building permit to construct a 28 x 34’ barn/garage with stoarge and children’s play area above. Williams motion to approved based on ZBA (Zoning Board Adjustment) case # 15-001 and associated conditions, Marshall second, all in favor. 
3.7 Ed Morin, TM# 14-292, brought in a building permit to construct a  20 x 20’ addition to existing building. Pending additional information. DeFosse to contact applicant to clarify permit application.

4.1 Franice Marchand, was looking to see when she would be receiving her security deposit back from renting Camp Morgan. DeFosse advised Francine that her security deposit will be authorized for payment the week of May 11, 2015. 

4.2 Donald Mellen, brought in an Application for an appeal for the Zoning Board. This appeal is in regards to Arthur & Alicia Raczkowski and their existing garage. DeFosse forwarded the application to Bissonette. (Zoning Board).

4.4 Resident called, looking for information on Camp Morgan summer program. DeFosse did not have confirmed dates at this time, but told resident she would collect the information and would be happy to call her back with details.
