3.0 BUILDING PERMITS:

3.1 Alicia and Arthur Rackowski: TM# 14-291, requesting a building permit to approve a 22 x 26’ family room addition. Awaiting additional information.

3.2 James Devine, TM# 24-121 applying for a building for an addition for an 18 X 12’ bedroom extension, including a mudroom in basement. Williams and Marshall inspected, all setbacks are in compliance. Marshall motion to approve, Williams second, all in favor. Permit # 014
3.3 James Devine TM# 24-121 applying for a building permit for a 24 x 40’ garage. Williams and Marshall inspected, all setbacks are in compliance, with the condition that the existing non compliant shed would need to be removed by October 31, 2015, and If not removed there will be $ 100.00 a day fine until removal. Williams motion to approve with the outlined condition. Marshall second, all in favor. Permit # 013
3.4 Mike Morin, TM# 14-368, is applying for 2 bays on each side of the existing barn. Williams inspected, setback are in incompliance. Williams motion to approve, Marshall second, all in favor.

3.5 James MacDougall, TM # 14-163 permit previously issued has been amended to permit from an 18 X 8 to an 18 X 10 Williams inspected, all setbacks are in compliance. Williams motion to approve Marshall second, all in favor.
3.6 John Brighton, TM# 11-17 applied for a building permit for an exterior deck 250 sq. ft. Williams and Marshall inspected finding setbacks are in compliance. Williams motion to approve, Marshall second, all in favor.

3.7 Ludger Roy, TM# 25-59 applying for a building permit for a 24 wide 8’ front porch. Williams and Marshall inspected setbacks are in compliance. Marshall motion to approve, Williams second all in favor.

4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:
4.1 Appraisal Company came in to receive copies of tax maps. DeFosse assisted. 

4.2 Resident inquired about property on Cove Road, DeFosse assisted on finding property information. 

4.3 Tom Taylor and Steve Hanson, addressed the Selectmen in regards to the wooded area behind the school playground. They feel that the woods currently are unsafe and if caught on fire the school would be at risk. Forestry is working on a solution, the Selectmen support moving forward with a solution. Selectmen would like on paper from the School Board they are in agreement of this as well. Tom and Steve had provided an email to the Selectmen regarding the situation.
4.4 Janice Philbrick spoke with the Selectmen regarding Jim Berry’s property that was merged that should not have been. Selectmen will be speaking with David Mazaroff regarding what had transpired to having the lots recorded as merged property. Jim would like the property set back to individual lots as they should be. Janice Philbrick, to meet with David on Monday the 8th. 
4.5 June Manning, looking for information on what the process would be after selling a property that was sold through the Town Sale. Selectmen informed Manning there were no requirements.
4.6 Williams phoned David Mazaroff in regards to a question of an office staff.

4.7 Marshall and Williams discussed the appointment of new selectmen. Williams indicated he is not supporting appointment of Dagesse and of bringing back Eastmen. He offered two alternative candidates. Marshall to consider this and further discussion to take place. 

5.0 DEPARTMENT HEADS AND EMPLOYEE APPOINTMENTS:
5.1 Chief Marshall
5.1.1 Brought to the Selectmen’s attention in regards to a home that he feels is a health and safety issue. Selectmen will be speaking with Jim Berry to act on said property. 

6.0 PUBLIC:
6.1 Marshall advised that he can allow or disallow the public to limited time to speak. He alluded to a possible scenario at last weeks meeting.
6.2 Jean Kluk, wanted to share with the Selectmen on the Master Plan Meeting, having approximately 30 residents attending. The outcome had positive feedback. Jed feels the document was completed well and how wonderful the document was produced. Jean feels a Master Plan Update should be implemented into the Town Report each year to keep the vision moving forward and keeping residents updated with the Towns future plans. If you have interest in a topic come to a meeting and get involved. Marshall stated as Selectmen, they will back up the Master Plan this year and future years.
6.3 Dennis Kelly, from last weeks meeting that Marshall allowed two town elected volunteers not having to attend the board meetings they were on.  Marshall addressed that was not what his intention was, he felt that things had changed and gave them a waiver from attending meetings with no specific agenda. Dennis felt it was wrong and it was not the way to handle the situation, it should have been the Boards decision. Jed feels this is a volunteer position so it is hard to deem someone for not making all the meetings. Burt feels if someone is not making the Board Meetings one is committed to; the board should find someone to replace with said experience. Burt also felt if you are in this situation of non trained member one should have training in place. Jean feels that there should be a continuing education program for all Boards. Marshall also stated that finding experienced people to fill vacancies is very difficult hence his attempt to retain qualified members. Marshall apologized if he was incorrect with these procedures, but didn’t feel he was. 
6.4 Alan Dube, is proposing changes on given out Burning Permits, he had all ready addressed the Fire Department with the new procedure. He is proposing to have a Burn Hot Line, so one could call to find out what the level of burning would be at that current time. No one could leave a message they are just able to obtain information on having or not having a fire at that time. Alan also feels there should be a process of having fines to be placed after the first warning. Williams feels we should reach out to council on this matter of the fine structure and how to implement into the town policy. Selectmen approved to have Alan move forward to set up the Hot Line. Selectmen will contact town council.
6.5 Jean, asked Dube what we could do for Smokey the Bear sign? She feels he needs a makeover. Dube stated he is working on collecting information on cost replacement or repair.
6.6 Schwartz briefed the Selectmen regarding a potential conservation project and the Conservation Commission is supporting it.

The letter is asking if the Town of Washington would like to be represented by Upton & Hatfield or have representation with Matthew Serge for all current and future issues along with all files to be sent to his new firm Drummond Woodson out of Manchester. Marshall motion to be represented by Matthew Serge at Drummond Woodson. Williams second, all in favor. DeFosse will draft a letter to Upton & Hatfield confirming this decision. Selectmen thank Upton & Hatfield for the services that have been provided.

9.3 Marshall motioned to revert back to Public Session at 8:35pm. Williams second the motion. All voted in favor.
