4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:

4.1 Al Krygeris, spoke with the Selectmen regarding his interest in taking on the temporary position for Selectmen. Marshall and Williams spoke with Al and reviewed with him his interest and experience he can bring to the table. 
4.2 Resident, needing assistance on finding and printing a tax map located on Faxon Hill Road. DeFosse assisted.

4.3 Craig Gebo phoned and asked to speak with either Selectman regarding property on East Washington Road. Marshall called Gebo letting him know the Selectmen will be looking into the matter and will provide further information.
4.4 Jason Bouley phoned Marshall regarding a letter he had received from the Select Board, Marshall explained the LUO to Jason and Marshall the LUO laws and they are to be followed. Jason has until June 25, 2015 to come in compliance with section 306.0 of the LUO. 
4.5 Peder Halverson met with the Selectmen regarding the temporary position for selectmen. Marshall and Williams spoke with Peder and reviewed with him his interest and experience he can bring to the table. Peder elected not to move forward. 
5.0 DEPARTMENT HEADS AND EMPLOYEE APPOINTMENTS:

5.1 Ed Thayer
5.1.1 Provided a written draft to the selectmen, with information regarding ordinance #2015001, Operation of off Highway Utility Vehicles. This draft was processed for review for input and comments. Vivian asked, would this open up to all town roads? Selectmen replied yes with an exception of, state roads. Marshall is suggesting a public hearing on this matter.
5.1.2 Reviewed with the Selectmen regarding Moore’s property and updated the drainage issue that Moore would like the town to divert elsewhere. 

5.1.3 Updated Select Board that the Valley Road Bridge has been completed, with the exception of the guardrails. There will be temporary barrels until the guardrails are in place for safety. The guardrails should be in place approximately mid July.

5.2 Spoke with the Selectmen regarding an item with the personnel plan.

6.0 PUBLIC:
6.1 Cemetery Commission Meeting, started at 6:35 Marshall asking West to read the Public Notice, after reading the notice Marshall asked if there were any inquiry’s regarding the abandoned grave yards? Barker stated there were a couple with minor questions but was ok with the town taking the abandoned grave yards. Sousa as an abutter is considering adding her own family plot. Marshall explained to Sousa she would have to rewrite her deed. Marshall also suggested marking the site with pillars or even a sign so if someone is riding a snowmobile they would be aware there is a grave site. Along with that Sousa would have to register with the state. Marshall offered to find the information to do just that and get back to Sousa with the information. West also elaborated to Sousa they would maintain the grave yards and cut some trees down but not all. Sousa replied that maybe her husband would be interested in cutting the trees down for the wood. West explained, who ever cuts the trees can have the wood. West and Sousa will work that out. Marshall motioned to declare the two private grave yards abandoned. Marshall has heard nothing in opposition. Williams second all in favor. Meeting adjourned 6:48

Vivian also stated the town used to be so pretty and now it looks nasty coming into town. Marshall stated they have no authority if it is just a lawn mower etc. and it is not an unhealthy condition there is nothing we can do. Burt asked what if there is a junk yard. There is an LUO that states there will never be an - other junk yard in the Town of Washington. West asked, what makes a junk yard? Marshall applied tearing cars apart and recycling etc.

We will accept it as written. Selectmen are asking DeFosse to research a pricing with other firms. Williams motioned to accept the renewal with the existing carrier. Al K. second all in favor. 9.5Williams motion to send letters to property owners deemed to be in violation of Sec 306 RV Land Use Ordinance. Marshall second all in favor.
