3.0 BUILDING PERMITS:

3.1 Alicia and Arthur Rackowski: TM# 14-291, requesting a building permit to construct a 22 x 26 family room addition. Zoning Board has approved the equitable waivers for existing garage, and approved the variance on the existing shed. Marshall motioned to approve, Krygeris second, all voted in favor. 

3.2 Tom Barton JR. TM # 7-49, requesting and application for a building permit to construct a 24X26 outbuilding. Marshall and Kyrgeris inspected property all setbacks were in order. Marshall motioned to approve, Krygeris second, all voted in favor with the condition that Barton produce a map of his property in current use for the assessors to review of tax status. 

3.3. Richard Beaudreault TM #15-27 requesting a building permit to construct a 12X30’ pavilion on existing pool deck and a 10X12’ lean-to attached to existing deck.  Marshall and Krygeris inspected site finding all setbacks are in order. Marshall motioned to approve, Krygeris second, all voted in favor.  

3.4 Richard Beaudreault TM# 15 – 27 requesting a building permit to construct a 12’ X 32’ deck around existing pool. Marshall and Krygeris inspected site finding all setbacks are in order. Marshall motioned to approve, Krygeris second, all voted in favor, pending additional payment.

4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:

4.1 Evie Boyce spoke with the Selectmen about a cemetery issue in East Washington. Evie also asked Marshall if he would pass information to Officer Corrigan for review. 

4.2 Carl Moore called and spoke with Marshall regarding water runoff.

4.3 Attorney conference call discussed the private road grading issue along with the property owner donation to the town and an LUO violation issue. Attorney Serge to respond. 

5.0 DEPARTMENT HEADS AND EMPLOYEE APPOINTMENTS:

5.1 Ed Thayer

5.1.1 Advised the Selectmen that a property owner has placed a steel post with a no trespassing sign in the right away on King Street. Thayer will draft a letter.

5.1.2 Thayer brought in a letter he composed to a property owner regarding loads of material being hauled to their property on King St. The letter advises the property owner the Town requires all heavy truck traffic on Class VI highways to be bonded to cover potential damage to the road beds.  

5.1.3 Transfer station will not open Monday, July 6th but will be open the weekend of 4th of July. The transfer station will be open during normal hours. (Saturday 9-500 pm and Sunday 11- 7:00 pm). 

5.1.4 Received a donation of $ 500.00 for a beaver dam on King Street from the landowner to raise the road to mitigate the water drainage. 

5.1.5 Reviewed with the Selectmen that he will be working with Marshall on clarifying the RSA for the UTV ordinance. 

5.1.6 Forwarded a copy of a letter that is being sent to a property owner on Valley Rd. in regards to replacement of two trees that were taken down for the construction of the bridge on Valley Road. DeFosse mailed.

5.2 Brian Moser

5.2.1Spoke with Brian Moser asking him for required receipts for invoices for payments. 


6.0 PUBLIC:

6.1 Don Damm brought in a formal complaint against Selectman Robert Williams asking the other Selectmen to have his written complaint aired in the minutes. Marshall stated that we should hold off on the full complaint and in fairness he feels Williams should be present prior to airing the full complaint. Marshall also stated the complaint is open to the public and residents may read the complaint at the Town Hall.  

7.0 COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVED:

7.1 Southwestern Community Services, thanking the Town of Washington for the appropriated money of $ 983.00 for 2015.

7.2 Department of Environmental Services, a copy of a notification to a property owner in Lake Ashuelot Estates, with a complaint that alleges that they may have cut vegetation to the ground within the Waterfront Buffer. Copy to Conservation Committee and file. 

7.3 New Hampshire Department of Transportation to obtain any changes or updates to the "City and Town Officials of the State of New Hampshire" directory. DeFosse made necessary changes and to mail back.

8.1A citizen brought to the Selectmen’s attention that a property at 29 Van Buron has appeared to build a questionable size shed without a building permit. Williams will follow up.

8.2 Craig Gebo phoned and asked to speak with either Selectman regarding property on East Washington Road. Marshall called Gebo letting him know the Selectmen will be looking into the matter and will provide further information. Thayer researched out to the Department Environmental Services (DES) in question to RSA 155-E. Thayer had forwarded the information to Gebo.
