State of New Hampshire, Board of Tax and Land Appeals, In RE: Public Service Company of New Hampshire case decision: The board finds merit in many municipalities’ arguments regarding why the Taxpayer did not meet its burden of providing disproportionality of each local assessment by relying on the Tegarden Appraisal and the DRA Appraisal. In brief, the board finds these appraisals fail to establish the Taxpayer’s entitlement to tax abatements.

4.4 Janice Philbrick, updated the Selectmen regarding the property owner’s complaint of trespassing. Philbrick to reply to complaint in writing and review contents of the letter with the Selectmen prior to sending. Janice responded to property owner and sent letter.

6.0 PUBLIC:

6.1 Tom Burt and Normand Robert came in to receive a copy of the complaint given against Bob Williams at last week’s meeting. Normand feels that it is an LAE issue and has nothing to do with the town. Marshall agreed but, commented that if Williams did say the comments he felt it should have never been said due to the integrity of the town and the position Mr. Williams has in the town. Marshall said if Mr. Williams did make the statement that Mr. Damm had written that he should apologize so we can move on with the business in hand. 

6.2 Chris Poole, looking to replace his current camper 36 x12’from a two bedroom to 1 bedroom mobile home. The mobile home is the same size as his camper. Chris also commented on all the RV’s located by his property and Marshall explained he is aware of the RV’s and the LUO will be enforced. Marshall advised that Chris would have to fill out a building permit for a permanent construction. Chris asked Marshall how can we do this and make it simple. Marshall explained the process of the building permit, that if he can’t comply the building permit would be denied and then Poole would have to file a variance to the Board of Adjustment.
