3.1 Bruce Carpenter TM# 25/63 requesting a permit to build a 12’X14’deck. Williams motioned to denied due to side setback; Krygeris seconded, all voted in favor. Referred to Zoning Board of Adjustments.
3.2 Jed Schwartz, TM# 23-45, requesting a building permit to remove the old addition and reconstruct 130sq. Ft. addition on the part of the old foundation. Williams motioned to approve, Marshall second, all voted in favor. 
3.3 John McAlary, TM# 14/190 requesting a building permit for existing shed already built on Van Buren Circle. Tabled

4.1 Joe Belcastro met with the Selectmen regarding his interest in the open position on the Municipal Building Advisory Committee. Marshall motioned to accept Joe as an alternate, Krygeris seconded, all voted in favor.

4.3 Jim Crandall and Jack Sheehy, president of the historical society discussed with the Selectmen on options of maintenance the old East Washington School House. 
4.4 Galelubi representing Chutes property wanted to see if part of the property could be subdivided. After reviewing what she was attempting to do the Selectmen feel she should address this with the Planning Board.
