Civil War Sesquicentennial (150 years), Sunday, August 16, 2015, at 11:30 a.m. on the Town Common. A gathering in tribute to those who sacrificed in service, and salute to the Town’s Memorial Obelisk, which was the first of its kind erected by the State of New Hampshire. 
The Town of Washington Department of Public Works will be replacing a failed culvert under Halfmoon Pond Road at the intersection of Snow Road. The Culvert is 36” in diameter and will require a six hr. Road closure to complete the installation because of its size.

· The road closure will begin at 8:00 am and end at 2:00 p.m.

3.0 BUILDING PERMITS:

3.1 John McAlary, TM# 14/190 requesting a building permit for existing shed already built on Van Buren Circle. Williams inspected, Tabled for further discussion.
3.2 John Morss TM# 12-06, requesting a building permit to replace the existing deck with no additional footage. Williams, Krygeris, Marshall inspected setbacks finding all setbacks were in compliance, Williams motioned to approve, Krygeris seconded. All voted in favor.
4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:

4.1 DeFosse met with Sally Tanner from Primex to review the current town policies and procedures in the Member Toolkit for the Town of Washington. Sally also provided an explanation regarding the Premium Holiday for Workers’ Compensation and Unemployment credit. Williams Motioned for DeFosse to notify Primex that we will apply the credit to next year’s premium. Marshall seconded; all voted in favor. 
4.2 Resident came in looking for assistance in filling out a variance. DeFosse assisted and will forward to Zoning Board of Adjustments with any further questions for proper completion. 
4.3Resident needs a building permit application; DeFosse printed out building permit and explained that the Town Website provides other permit forms if in need of any others. 

4.4 Mr. Munn came in to make a payment on his past due taxes. DeFosse asked Mr. Munn if he received the letter I had sent him in regards to his check he had written came back for insufficient funds. Mr. Munn said he was working with the bank, and they did not mention the check came back. DeFosse Showed Mr. Munn the copy of the check and explained that is why he now needs to pay the entire balance owed. Mr. Munn asked when the Selectmen would be in, and DeFosse explained they will be in on Thursday and provided the hours. 
4.5 Mathew Bartlett from Senator Kelly Ayotte’s office is looking to have a public meeting August 31, 2015, from 11:30 to 12:30 pm. This meeting would be for people in town to be able to speak with Mathew on questions regarding government programs or issues one may have. DeFosse confirmed with the Selectmen that the date and time would ok. DeFosse to call Mathew to confirm the date and time ok. 
4.6 Janice Philbrick, looking to upgrade Emergency Operation Center list of contributors. Selectmen agreed to move forward with a mailer since the last update was completed in 2008. The Selectmen updated Janice with pending board of health issues.
4.7 Jean Kluk, Jim Crandall, updated the Selectmen regarding the event sign for the Town of Washington. Jean provided the Selectmen with the proposal cost of $3,180.00. 
4.8 Resident came in looking for information on where to drop off old flags. DeFosse called Dave at the Transfer Station, and he had stated, the resident can drop off the Flags at the Transfer Station during regular business hours. The transfer station collects them and then brings them down to American Legion for proper disposal. 

4.9 Kara town resident left a message, wondering what or if there are any requirements the town has to prevent her from renting out her cottage on a weekly basis. DeFosse to ask Selectmen and return her call with information. Marshall stated the town had no requirements for rentals. DeFosse to call Kara regarding information on rentals.
