4.3 DeFosse worked with SDJ Computers with the internet issue that had occurred after the router box was replaced from Granite State Communications. 


4.4 Resident dropped off a business application, DeFosse to advise the planning board, an application will be here at the Town Hall. 


4.5 DeFosse reached out to the Elementary School to see where would stand in regards to using the school for an upcoming Town Meeting. DeFosse confirmed the usage for August 22nd. 

4.6 Janice Philbrook updated the Selectmen in regards to a property that the health officers had checked for safety concerns. Janice will send a letter to a residence with their concerns.  

4.7 Carl Moore had a phone conversation with Marshall regarding his ongoing drainage issue. 


4.8 Mr. Munn and Yolanda Morales gave the Selectmen a copy of the letter of the Power of Attorney giving Yolanda authorization for any financial decisions for Mr. Munn. Williams provided the letter of agreement which was signed by Mr. Munn for signatures to move forward with a continuing payment plan. Williams motioned to approve the revised payment plan as outlined in the July 30, letter. Krygeris seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

4.9 Resident came in for a building permit application and a copy of the tax map card. DeFosse assisted. 

4.10 Bob Bachand inquiring about a building permit.  

4.11 Rick Hammel phoned looking for information on helping out a property owner with his property tax. Williams spoke with Hammel and explained what was past due and how to resolve the potential lien on the property. 

4.12 Shane Branch brought in a driveway permit for TM # 16-99 East Washington, Rd. DeFosse to forward to Ed. Shane asked the Selectmen what are the rules about the cutting timber on his property. The Selectmen asked about the board feet, and they feel he would need to file Intent to Cut.

5.1 Ed Thayer

5.1.1 Ed received a letter from the resident on Valley Road Bridge requesting to replace the two trees with apple trees. Highway replaced with apple trees requested per residents request.

5.1.2 Reviewed with Selectmen about one concern with Halfmoon Pond closure due to culvert repair. Ed addressed the concern and should not be a problem.


5.1.3 The guardrails have been delayed for installation on the Valley Road Bridge construction.

5.1.5 Reviewed with the selectmen regarding the maintenance on the Transfer Station building. The prisoners have primed the building and will be back in a couple of weeks to finish the painting.
