3.0 BUILDING PERMITS:

3.1Micahel Bosetti, TM# 20-161 requests a building permit to construct a 2080 sq ft house with a 432 sq ft deck. Marshall and Krygeris inspected finding the setbacks are all in compliance. Krygeris motioned to approve, and Marshall seconded all voted in favor. 

3.2Diane & Arthur Turgeon, TM# 24-62 requests a building permit to enlarge existing kitchen along with bathroom 280 sq ft. Marshall and Krygeris inspected finding all setbacks are in compliance. Krygeris motioned to approve, and Williams seconded all voted in favor.

3.3Linda Cook TM# 9-13 request a building permit to reconstruct a garage workshop, breezeway, with new sheds off the rear of building 802'Marshall inspected finding all setback were in compliance. Williams motioned to approve Marshall seconded all voted in favor.

3.4 Richard Braggs, TM# 14-220 building permit approved with the condition of a 7' variance from side lot line. Tabled

3.5 Leland Dehart TM # 12-95 building permit approved with the condition from the Board of Adjustment with a 12 ft variance from the side lot line. Williams motioned to approve, and Krygeris seconded all voted in favor.

4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:

4.1 Evie Boyce reviewed and picked up the copy's DeFosse made for her regarding the police reports she had requested. 

4.2 DeFosse assisted a citizen with questions regarding RV parking on one's own property. 

4.3 Provided a resident with a business permit application.

4.4 DeFosse received the new copier and assisted with set up for town employees. 

4.5 Selectmen interviewed an applicant that is interested in the position for filling in for the Welfare position when needed. 

4.6 Janice Philbrick updated the Selectmen with the Washington Emergency Management Questionnaire. Janice also updated the Selectmen regarding ongoing safety issues with properties in town. 

4.7 Jed Schwartz addressed the Selectmen a concern regarding Conservation Commission issue.

6.1 Jean Kluk looking for clarification on part of the UTV ordinance that was discussed at the Public Hearing. Williams and Marshall elaborated on the speed limit along with wording that was used in the ordinance. 

7.0 COMMUNICATIONS RECEIVED:

7.1 New Hampshire Department of Transportation (DOT) notice of approval for a driveway permit (permit# 04-467-0008). TM# 22-11.  DeFosse forwards approval to Planning Board and filed. 

7.2 DeFosse transcribed two letters to property owners after a citizen's complaint regarding violation of the section 306.0 of the Washington Land Use Ordinance. Selectmen signed and approved, DeFosse to mail.

7.4 Received two emails concerning the UTV ordinance the Town recently held a Public Hearing for allowing UTVs to be used on class V and VI roads. Filed

8.0 OLD BUSINESS:

8.1 Tom Taylor left for Selectmen the draft Minutes for the Washington Forestry Committee. Taylor provided a draft letter to the Dr. Kevin Johnson, EdD.D and the Washington Elementary School Board regarding the use of the abutting forest. Selectmen reviewed and revised and DeFosse to send. 

8.2 UTV ordinance for the Town of Washington the Selectmen will adopt as revised. Marshall motioned to approve the UTV ordinance, and Williams seconded all voted in favor. Copies of the ordinance will be available at the Town Hall.

9.0 NEW BUSINESS: 

9.1 Williams motioned that the board of selectmen concurs with the MBAC recommendations and that we move ahead with the barn only solution for the fire/ems building and the foundation/sprinklers/electrical solution for the town hall rehabilitation project. Further that the selectmen ask the MBAC to continue to refine these solutions and identify any possible cost savings in preparation for the further presentation. The selectmen will further investigate the possibility of presenting the two projects as a single, combined warrant article. Marshall seconded all voted in favor. 

10.0 EXPENDITURES:

10.1 The Selectmen authorized payroll checks in the amount of $10,419.10 and vendor checks in the amount of $19,161.31 for the week of August 22, 2015

11.0 ADJOURNMENT:

11.1 Marshall motioned to adjourn at 7:53 Krygeris seconded the motion. All voted in favor.
