2.0 Minutes: Williams motioned to approve the minutes of September 3, 2015; Marshall seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

The Selectmen's office will be closed on September 15th, 2015 do to employee training.

Millen Lake will draw down 5 feet to facilitate dam fascia repairs beginning on September 28th, 2015, this will allow us to commence those repairs just before and over the Columbus Day weekend.

3.0 BUILDING PERMITS:

3.1 Gerald Stocking, TM# 16-126 revised his previous building permit for an 8'X 24' lean - too. Williams, Marshall. Krygeris inspected finding all setbacks are in compliance. Williams motioned to approve; Krygeris seconded, all voted in favor. 

3.2 Cynthia Harvey TM# 11-31 requesting a building permit to construct a 14'X 22'car garage. Williams, Marshall, Krygeris, inspected finding all setbacks are in compliance. Marshall motioned to approve; Williams seconded, all voted in favor.

3.3 Linda Eaton, Gordon Walton, TM# 21-018 requesting a building permit to construct a 25'X 12' barn with a 12'X 13' second floor. Krygeris, Williams, and Marshall inspected finding all setbacks are in compliance, Krygeris motioned to approve pending payment, Williams seconded, all voted in favor.  

4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY:

4.1 Resident needed a building permit application explained they could also print them from the Washington website if, in need of any other copy's, DeFosse provided building permit application.

4.2 DeFosse set up an appointment with the Towns Health Care Provider for September 11, 2015, to review current policy changes. DeFosse will forward changes to current employees covered under the town policy.

4.3 DeFosse spoke with Department of Revenue with questions on the (DRA) review. Updated selectmen with the information given from (DRA).

4.4 DeFosse provided the new UTV Ordinance to residents and posted on the Washington website.

4.5 Resident was asking for copies of his property file, DeFosse assisted with copies and answered some of the property owners concerns.

4.6 June Manning representing the School Committee reviewed with the Selectmen the decision made regarding the school boundaries

4.7 Members of the Municipal Building Advisory Committee met with the Selectmen regarding where they currently stand regarding the Meeting House and the Safety Complex projects.

4.8 Citizen called regarding a letter received to come in compliance with his property setbacks. Marshall spoke with a property owner and explained what steps to take to be in compliance with the Land Use Ordinance. Marshall agreed that the property owner has until the 28th of September to respond to DeFosse regarding setbacks.

5.1.2 Updated the Selectmen that the cruiser is at Hillsboro Ford and making arrangement for delivery and retrofitting.

5.2.1 Updated the Selectmen regarding the repair needed on one of the fire apparatus and reviewed the warrant articles for apparatus and equipment fund. 

6.0 PUBLIC: 

6.1Eastman concern how the Selectmen were going to treat the MBAC funding. The purpose of the committee was to place both projects together. Marshall stated the charge was to recognize the needs, explained the difference between both charges. Marshall explained they still are trying to get that number down to the Meeting House. Eastman strongly feels not to use CIP that would be too expensive for taxpayers. 

6.2 Carolyn Russell, read a letter on behalf of the Lake Ashuelot Board of Directors regarding possible conflict of interest for Selectman Williams. (See 7.11) Don Damm, read the first part of a lawsuit that he also feels there could be a conflict of interest for Selectmen Williams. (See 7.12). Belcastro also expressed some concern regarding having the proper tools to do her job.  After a brief discussion the selectmen agreed that Marshall will contact NHMA for guidance regarding potential conflict.
