2.0 Minutes: Marshall motioned to approve the minutes of October 15, 2015; Krygeris seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

3.0 BUILDING PERMITS: 

3.1 Jason, Angela Bouley TM# 24-10 requesting a building permit to construct a 20X24' building. Selectmen tabled the application for further information.

3.2. Marcel Trepanier: TM# 25-118, 2133 Valley Road, provided the Selectmen with a building permit for a previously constructed deck. Selectmen reviewed and denied the permit forwarded to the Board of Adjustment.

4.1 Joseph Munn came in to ask how to go about replacing a headstone; Dagesse provided him with the number to the Chair of the Cemetery Committee, Munn also had questions regarding disposal of waste on a Valley Road property; Dagesse provided him with the Health Department phone number. See 5.2.1.

4.5 Elaine Bouley phoned, on Wednesday, to inform the Board of Selectmen that the camper at 1814 Valley Road has been removed as requested by the Town. 

4.6 Tom Taylor, representing the Forestry Committee, came in to ask the Selectmen for financial assistance to start a logging job on town forest on Farnsworth Hill there are some monies that have been approved for this job but it looks like there is 3 options $2,500.00 enough for log truck. $5,000.00 vehicle passage or $10,000.00 emergency access depending on what work is done. Marshall asked Taylor if he has approached LAE for assistance, Taylor said no. Krygeris asked if there was any plan to update that section of road, Thayer said no only comments have been made to possibly to make it an emergency access if Presidential Drive is not open but this would cost significant money.   Williams asked what is our (the towns) obligations as a fire road, Thayer said we do not have any legal obligations to spend monies for Class VI roads, it just allows the Town to work on a Class VI road after a disaster. Thayer said in short the Town can work with the Forestry Committee during the winter months for $2500.00. Taylor said he mentioned the whole length of the road was brought forward for emergency issues. Thayer said he is in support of the emergency support. Thayer said that he feels that this is a workable project but needs authorization from the Board. Marshall said the town has been discussing the finances of the town. Williams said we have spoke with some Department heads who informed the board that they will be coming under budget. Thayer said there is a benefit to waiting a year or so to have the timber market come up and the Public Works can do the landing work this year but wait off on the logging for the market.  The Selectmen support the project but would encourage discussion with LAE and to hold off at this time.
