3.0 BUILDING PERMITS: 

3.1 Jason, Angela Bouley TM# 24-10 requesting a building permit to construct a 20X24' building. Selectmen received a completed application on 11/5/2015.
3.2 Rich Andrusiak TM# 14/190 requesting a building permit to construct a 16’X 14’ addition which would include a 7.5’ deck. Williams inspected finding that all set backs are in compliance. Williams motioned to approve building permit pending additional payment for deck, Krygeris second all voted in favor. 
3.3 Jerry Gershman, TM# 14-144 requesting a building permit to add on a 18’X16, deck wrapping an adding an extension of 8’ X 9’.  Williams inspected finding that all set backs are in compliance. Williams motioned to approve the building permit Marshall second all voted in favor. 
3.4 Lucien Beam TM# 14/409,505 requesting to building permit to construct two car garage measuring 24’ X 26’. The Board of Adjustment authorized a variance of 29’ from the road frontage and 7’ from the side lot line. Williams approved building permit, Krygeris second all voted in favor. 

3.5 Ed Thayer TM # 9/61 requesting a building permit to construct a 10’X12’ greenhouse. The Board of Adjustment authorized a 44’ variance from the road frontage. Marshall motioned to approve the building permit Williams second all voted in favor. 

3.6 Tim Crouss TM #25-28 requesting a building permit to keep an existing shed placed on the property authorized a 4’ road frontage and a 2’ variance from the side lot line. Williams motion to approve, Marshall second all voted in favor.
