8.0 OLD BUSINESS: 

8.1 After the review of the citizens input on the proposed articles regarding the fire/ ems and meeting house project the Selectmen have unanimously decided to rely on the MBAC recommendation as well as feedback from the public. The Selectmen will move forward with the reduce scope phase one as previous outlined and will work with the contract managers to finalize pricing in preparation for Town Meeting The Selectmen also decided to go forward with  two separate warrant articles to work on the projects.  

9.0 NEW BUSINESS: 

9.1 Marshall motioned to approve the application from Pam Kimball to rent Camp Morgan July 3, 2016. Krygeris second all voted in favor. 

9.2 Williams motioned to approve the application to rent Camp Morgan Lodge on December 20, 2015. Krygeris second all voted in favor

9.3 Williams motioned to adopt a policy that all part-time employees who participate in all town insurance programs must enter a written agreement with the town and make all monthly payments in advance. Krygeris second all voted in favor. DeFosse to forward the document to all qualified employees. 

9.4 The selectmen discussed library staff being paid for fundraising efforts asking DeFosse to forward a note to the Trustees for a response.     

10.0 EXPENDITURES:

10.1 The Selectmen authorized payroll checks in the amount of $ 8,534.01 and vendor checks in the amount of $ 31,215.50 for the week of November 21, 2015.

10.2 The Selectmen authorized payroll checks in the amount of $ 5,865.75 and vendor checks in the amount of $ 731,788.57 for the week of November 28, 2015.
