It has come to the Selectmen’s attention that many 911#’s are non-compliant property owners should review the ordinance and update their numbers accordingly. The Selectmen will be canvasing and issuing non-compliant letters as needed.  
3.0 BUILDING PERMITS: 

3.1. An occupancy permit was approved with the condition that the 911# are reflective for Otto Svitok, Stowell Road. 
3.2 Nothern New England Conference of SDA, King Street, requesting a permit to construct a 30x50 pavillion. Eaton inspected and found the setbacks were met and motioned to approve the application, Marshall seconded the motion. All voted in favor. 

3.3 Gerald P. Stocking: TM# 16-126, South Main Street, requesting a permit for a previously constructed 8x24 wood storage shed. Marshall inspected and found that the setbacks had not be met and motioned to deny the permit. Eaton seconded the motion and all voted in favor. Dagesse will send an application for a variance. 
3.4 Marc Dube: TM#7-35, Washington Heights Road, requesting a permit to construct a 12x16 storage building. Eaton inspected and found that all of the setbacks have been met, Eaton motioned to approve the application. Marshall seconded the motion, all voted in favor.

6.1 Captain Bob Wright came in to speak with the Selectmen regarding the call numbers for the Rescue Department and the billing fund will probably not have enough money to put money in the CIP line for the ambulance. There is continued problem staffing calls and there are 11 members on the squad. Wright is asking for the Selectmen’s thoughts on how to staff the crew. Discussed the posting of 911#’s and possibly revisiting the requirements. 
6.2 Phil Barker, Kitty and Kathy West came in to discuss two cemeteries plots that they would like to be determined abandoned. Marshall asked what would the cost of the work be? Kitty West said she would cut it for the wood and there would be a need for a sign marking it as a cemetery and maintaining grass. Marshall asked if this work would be done in house. An advertisement must be placed in the newspaper. The cost will be advertisement and two signs. Marshall motioned to authorize the Cemetery Trustees to move forward with the public hearing to declare two cemeteries plots as abandoned and then move on with the work that needs to be done. Eaton seconded the motion. All voted in favor.
