4.0 APPOINTMENTS DURING THE DAY AND PREVIOUSLY: 

4.1 Paul Cordeiro requested a building permit application, Dagesse provided him one. 
4.2 Tom Taylor phoned to ask Dagesse add the Forestry Committee Meeting to the Selectmen’s minutes. 

4.3 Louis Landry phoned to request a building permit application, Dagesse provided one to him. 

4.4 Evie Boyce phoned to ask if the flashboards on the East Washington pond have been removed? Dagesse asked Thayer and advised her to call the dam bureau. 
4.5 Application from Laurie Carter for the use of the lodge.
4.6 Bob Fraser came in to ask that Bob Williams take over coordinating the medical equipment lending program. Marshall motioned Bob Williams as the equipment coordinator. Eaton seconded the motion. All voted in favor. The Selectmen thank Bob Fraser for all of his years of service.  

4.7 Representative Jim Grenier came in during the day, discussed the right to know law, and the committee quorum requirements, and will be meeting with a Marlow side of Washington resident regarding the Lake Ashuelot Pond draw down. 
5.0 DEPARTMENT HEADS AND EMPLOYEE APPOINTMENTS: 

5.1 Ed Thayer: 
5.1.1. Updated the Selectmen on the status of the reimbursement for the Bailey Road bridge project, the request is for $17,254.00 from FEMA. 
5.1.2. The Public Works Department is back on a 5 day work week schedule. 

5.1.3. They will be starting repairs along with the State on Tuesday of next week on the Mill Pond bank repair, this may cause some traffic delays on East Washington Road.

5.1.4. Discussed the theft of several air conditioners from the transfer station. 

5.2 Chief Moser: 

5.2.1. Discussed the need to replace hoses on the fire trucks, the cost of the hose is $700-$800/100’. The plan the Chief would like to follow is to replace all hoses on a ten year cycle. The item will be added to the Fire Department operating budget. Eaton motioned the request to purchase 300’ of hose at $699.00 (on sale) for each 100’ the Town will not be billed until January.  The hose would not be delivered until after January 1st.  Marshall seconded the motion. All voted in favor. 
5.3. Michelle Dagesse 

5.3.1. Provided the Selectmen with a letter for their signature, the letter is requesting funds from the Trustees of the Trust Fund for monies spent on the Bailey Road bridge project. 

5.4 Assessors: 

5.4.1. Brought in the updated vendor quote for commercial assessing, the assessor clerk will fall under the executive budget line. Jed Schwartz asked if anyone in town was asked if they would like to perform the work?  Marshall said we are working on the advice of the current Board of Assessors, there is a tremedous amount of study and time.  The possible opening is mentioned in Did You Know (above).
5.5 Chief Marshall:

5.5.1. Discussed the dispatch line. Chief is to coordinate a remedy. 

5.5.2. Discussed the handling of juvenile and other arrests. 

6.0 PUBLIC APPOINTMENTS
6.1 Candidate for State Senate, Jerry Little, came in to introduce himself to the Board of Selectmen and discuss his position. 
6.2 Bob Williams, representing WESAC Safety Complex. He reviewed what he will present at this Saturday’s informational meeting.  He asked about the format for running the meeting.  Eastman said that he would like the meeting run in the same manner as the August meeting. There are four options for a proposed safety complex that will be presented on Saturday. The WESAC would propose it is appropriate to share with the community our belief that option 4 makes the most sense, fire and rescue would be put into a new building and the current Center Station would be used for the police department by the town putting money into a CIP. This would leave the schoolhouse unoccupied.  The number for this option is $1.8 million dollars, Marshall said that the Selectmen would like to have both the projects costs $3 million. Eastman said that combining the two projects as one article will help work towards what Article 29 was intended: bring the public together.  Eastman was concerned about the clarity of the options presented and mentioned the use of the TV monitor.
6.2 Gwen Gaskell brought in the raffle tickets for the meeting on Saturday.  The tickets are a fundraiser for the meetinghouse. Jean Kluk dropped off an easel for the display of the painting and the receipts for the mailing about the 25 October meeting.
