5.1 Carolyn Russell: 

5.1.1.Requested that the Selectmen accept a $400.00 donation to the community service fund. Eaton motioned to accept the donation. Marshall seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

5.4 Ed Thayer: 

5.4.1. Updated the Selectmen on the status of the FEMA reimbursement to the town from last year, the reimbursement maybe less than expected. 

5.4.2. He will not exceed the 2013 budget, the 2014 budget will be relatively the same. He will need a warrant article to replace the rotary phased converter at the Transfer Station and the monies will be appropriated from the recycling fund. The cost of the part may be $15,000.00. 

5.5 Chief Marshall: 

5.5.1. A donated snowmobile and trailer will be going out to bid, the town received multiple donations and will only keep one set. 

5.5.2. Provided the Selectmen with a copy of the year to date calls for service comparisons. 

5.5.3. Brought in Officer Mike Nelson as a possible part time officer. 

6.0 Public Appointments: 

6.1  Jim Gaskell asked the Selectmen what the date a petition article would need to be completed. The Selectmen informed the Selectmen that it would be February 4th at close of business. Gaskell asked what the total cost of the Hamill property, the Selectmen informed him that it was $20,500.00. Gaskell asked what funds were used to pay for the land. The Selectmen told Mr. Gaskell that the money was donated from the Fire and Rescue funds. Gaskell said that he thought it was unusual for the Selectmen to purchase a piece of land outside of a vote at town meeting. The Selectmen assured Gaskell that the town’s attorney was in on the discussion and the process of accepting and spending unanticipated funds.

8.1 A local plumber phoned to ask if he could bid on the work the Selectmen plan to do on the heater units in the town hall. Eastman spoke with him and told him which units needed to be replaced.

8.4 Eastman had not received a formal quote for the replacement of the heaters at the Town Hall from the other plumber contractor to encumber money.
