3.0 BUILDING AND PARKING PERMITS

3.1 Barry Lundquist: TM#11-043, Millen Pond Road, requesting a permit to construct a 16x23 addition. The Selectmen were notified that the shoreline setback was not in accordance with the Land Use Ordinance. Marshall motioned to deny the permit. Eaton seconded the motion. All voted in favor, a variance application will be sent to the property owner.

4.3 Phil Barker and Kitty West came in and dropped off a revised budget request for the cemetery trustees 2014 budget. 


4.4 Dale Moser came in and asked about how to get a sign permit and if she needed to adjust her business permit to allow her to sell items out of her home. Dagesse will speak with Cook for advice.

5.0 DEPARTMENT HEAD AND EMPLOYEE APPOINTMENTS   
5.1 Chief Marshall:

5.1.1. Chief Marshall, Eastman and Marshall discussed adding a Sally Port to the current schoolhouse building.  In conjunction with foundation work, the current addition might be removed and additional space could be available for the Sally Port, boiler, ADA bathroom, and a holding cell.  There are implications to doing this; however, it could allow the PD to stay centrally located with a presence in town.

8.0Old Business
8.1 Eastman spoke with Paul Sanderson at NHMA (LGC) to discuss the cemetery trustees question on paying trustees which was a discussion the Selectmen had last week with members of the trustees. Paul discussed RSA 289-7 II and RSA 95. Trustees have a fiduciary responsibility to their trust. (This may be where Eaton and Eastman got the idea trustees could not be paid) There is a provision for a trustee to be paid if an official overseer, who is not a trustee, is appointed to do hiring. If the job is expected to be over $200.00, the job must go out to bid. Eastman offered to reengage with Paul if Phil Barker had any additional questions. 

8.2Wayne Riessle submitted a bid to make repairs to walls, ceilings, and fixtures in the down/upstairs of the police/school building. He estimated $1695.00 the Selectmen will review the proposal next week when Eastman is back. 
8.3 A contractor came out and checked on the bulbs that had gone out between the Town Hall and the Police Department it seems that the bulbs were a bad batch and he will replace them. 

8.4 Eaton attended the Safety Complex meeting the other night and the Safety Complex meeting members will go forward with their $2.55million dollar warrant but would like another article to purchase the plans if the bond article does not pass. 

8.5 Town Report is coming up and there are a few committees and departments that owe reports: JLMC, Historical Society, Board of Assessors, Trustees of the Trust Funds, Forest Fire Warden and Fire Department Dagesse needs these reports by January 24th or they will be omitted. 

9.0 New Business 

9.1. Eaton motioned to approve the application of Laurie Bennett for the use of the lodge. Marshall seconded the motion. All voted in favor. 

10.1 The Board approved cheques for payroll $8321.26 and vendor checks in the amount of $11461.78 January 10, 2014.

11.1 Eaton motioned to adjourn Marshall seconded the motion the meeting was adjourned at 8:20PM All voted in favor.
