Dear Select Board Members, 

I read with interest Steven Klitgord's Jan. 11 Letter to the Editor of the Town Crier on Don't bundle 
together projects at ballot. You are each more than aware of this questions. You have all the details, 
facts and figures as more voter input is getting to your desk on this matter. I am not going to repeat and 
add. 

When we randomly ask friends and neighbors around town about the matter of a new library, 
consistently the reply is, sure let's have a new library. And if we ask them if they are aware of the 
financial standing of the town at this time, they have no idea what we are referring to. I am amazed at 
the level of ignorance of the average voting citizen in town who will be voting in April at Town 
Meeting on huge potential expenditures. 

Please keep these Big Four matters separate for all the common sense reasons that you are familiar 
with. 

After health and safety, the major function of our elected and appointed officials is to provide informed 
leadership on the way forward for the financial solidity of Wayland. This is a duty that the voters in 
town entrust to each Select Board member, who will make this decision on bundling. 

People need to be informed on the facts of Way land. It is a town of about 14,000 people; it has little 
business base to support the level of taxes; in the area it is carrying the greatest debt load of any of our 
neighbors; we are very close to the limit of health now. If we significantly add to this debt we put our 
bond rating and financial standing in jeopardy. The average voter does not know this or figure it into 
her or his vote. People speak of the great opportunity for democracy in small town meetings, not even 
representative town meeting. Is it democracy when the voters are not informed. They are asked to vote 
on a matter when all the facts and figures have not been prepared or presented on the less popular side 
of the question (in the Library matter) for instance? 

Let each voter make an informed and priority framed decision on each of the Big Four and we will be 
closer to a rational, common sense approach to the democratic spirit we honor.
