Meeting called to order at 10:05 a.m. by Peter W.

Minutes from October 12, 2005 were approved as written (Mike moved, Peter 2nd, unanimous.)

Barbara had a presentation of the problems unique to Chequessett Yacht and Country Club. Nancy had a presentation showing mean high water levels and their changes due to topography and bathymetry. Discussion followed as to how to convey these and other issues and problems to the Technical Committee. These questions were decided unanimously to be forwarded in a memo to the Technical Committee:

1. How will the Chequessett Yacht and Country Club be affected by the tidal influx following the opening of the dike? How will their groundwater be affected? How can undesirable results be resolved?

2. Will Cape Cod Mosquito Control (or another entity) be able to remove phragmites and sediment to aid in the restoration of Mill Creek (and the Herring River in general) before the dike is opened? If so, how extensive will this removal be allowed?

3. What is the minimum elevation of mean high water which would maximize salt marsh restoration for the entire system?

4. What is intended for restoration at the Pole Dike Area? Old County Road area? What would the impacts be?

5. Are there any issues that may impact groundwater and the Landfill/Transfer Station?

6. How will vegetation that is killed or altered be removed? Will there be any relocation of vegetation or habitat?

7. Private property owners will be sent a questionnaire from this Committee regarding their specific concerns. At what point would you like to address those issues?

8. What continuing oversight is proposed during the initial and subsequent phases of restoration? Who will authorize and implement any physical changes in elevation at the dike opening to adjust mean high water levels? Who will authorize and implement an Operation and Management Agreement?

9. Will there be any additional studies regarding The Gut? How will sedimentation, if any, affect shellfishing and/or anadromous fish?

10. When will it be appropriate to recommend initializing an Internal Scoping process? An Environmental Impact Study?

Meeting was adjourned at 12:00 p.m., Barbara moved, Phil 2nd, unanimous.
