October 19, 1998

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding personnel matters.

On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Hall abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of October 5, 1998 as written.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board noting updates on several Special Town Meeting warrant articles.  Selectman White indicated that the Adams Lodge does not support the parking area design associated with the proposed memorial park.

The Board met with members of the Building Needs Committee including Richard Butterfield, George Moe and Drew Brown to discuss the final bids for the new DPW facility.  Mr. Butterfield indicated that after the low general contractor bid of $1,817,000 and accepted sub-bids of $93,750 an additional $350,000 is needed for the project.  The Town Administrator will obtain an estimate of the interest cost on the additional borrowing.

The Board reviewed the Special Town Meeting warrant as follows:

· Article 1 (transfers) – a motion by Gallagher to delete the Recreation Department’s transfer request failed for lack of a second.  A motion by Gallagher to delete $5,000 for construction of stairs at Newcomb Hollow Beach from the Beach Department’s transfer request failed for lack of a second.  A motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, to delete $3,500 from the Beach Department’s transfer request for a topological photographic survey of the White Crest Beach area failed on a 2-3 vote with Ernst, Grossman and Hall voting against.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to include Article 1 on the Special Town Meeting warrant as amended.  On a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 2 (prior year bills) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 3 (wage adjustments) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to vote their recommendation on this article after executive session.

· Article 4 (disposal of Town property) – The Town Administrator explained that this article was being requested again because the vehicle in question (Shellfish Department’s 1953 Dodge Power Wagon) is in disrepair and should be disposed of while it still has some value.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to place this article back on the warrant.  On a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend the article.

· Article 5 (Geiger property) – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend this article.

· Article 6 (Geiger property petitioned article) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 3-2, with Ernst and Hall voting against, not to recommend this article.
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· Article 7 (skateboard park) – there was consensus that language enabling acceptance of donations be added to the article.  On a motion by  White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to recommend this article.

· Article 8 (computer network) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 9 (Town Hall improvements) – on a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 10 (dredging) – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 11 (memorial park) – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to include language in the article enabling acceptance of donations.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend the article as amended.

· Article 12 (staff and elected official training) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 13 (Marina septic system) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 14 (land swap) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 15 (lease of antenna) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to delete the words “and the Police Chief” from the article.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 16 (Cape Light Compact) – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 17 (Chapter 90) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 18 (General Bylaw re:  date of Annual Town Meeting) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to amend the article so that the last sentence reads “Annual Town Meetings shall be opened on the date and time of day the Board of Selectmen may designate.”  There was consensus to delete the last sentence of the article’s explanation.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted 3-1-1, with Hall voting against and Ernst abstaining, to recommend this article.

· Article 19 (scenic road bylaw) – on a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 20 (DPW building) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 21 (regional school assessment) – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 22 (new Senior Center location) – Selectman Ernst noted the 1994 ATM vote and letter from Superintendent Ringgold regarding the proposed use of an adjoining piece of property for a Senior Center.  On a motion by Ernst, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to amend the article to include the words “provided it is feasible”.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend the article.

· Article 23 (communications tower petitioned article) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to not recommend this article.
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· Article 24 (standard last article) – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article for gasoline tank leak detection system for Marina – on a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the Special Town Meeting warrant and to recommend it.

· Article for revolving funds for home compost bins – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to remove this article from the warrant.

· Numbering of warrant articles – a motion by Gallagher to move article 5 (Geiger property) to the beginning of the warrant and article 6 (Geiger property petitioned article) towards the back of the warrant was seconded by White who, after further discussion, withdrew his second.  The motion failed for lack of a second.  On a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to leave articles 5 and 6 in their current order.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to move article 7 (skateboard park) to the end of the warrant.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to reverse articles 10 (dredging) and 20 (new DPW facility). 

The Board discussed:

a) proposed purchasing policy – there was consensus that Chairman Grossman and the Town Administrator meet to discuss this matter and submit a recommendation for the next Board meeting.

b) Contract with the National Seashore for Fire Department mutual aid – Chief Hight was asked to find out what other Towns are receiving as remuneration from the Seashore.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to withhold signing this contract and to renegotiate the fee.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously that the Fire Chief and Town Administrator renegotiate this contract on behalf of the Town.

c) Correspondence – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to send a letter of regret and thanks to Ben Gitlow for his service on the Planning Board and a letter of thanks and appreciation to the Wellfleet Community Forum for their efforts during beach clean-up.

d) Appointments – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to appoint Gerald M. Kulesza as Deputy Shellfish Constable.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to appoint David Rego to the Historical Commission.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Stanley Macie and Faith Driggs to the Council on Aging Board.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Robert 

L. Paine to the Marina Advisory Committee.  On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Marian Banner to the Cultural Council.

e) Business licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Herring River Gallery/Guests and AIM Thrift Shop.

f) Contract for assessing work – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board vote unanimously to approve the contract with Warren Rhodes for residential property inspections in the amount of $9.50 per parcel.

g) Consent Agenda – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the consent agenda including the United Nations Day Proclamation,
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Deputy Tax Collector’s Bond for calendar 1999 setting it at $6,500 and State Election Warrant for the November 3rd election.

h) Reports from the Charter Study Committee and Coastal and Pond Access Committee – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Town Administrator’s recommendation to request interim reports from these committees in early December and that the final report of the Charter Committee be submitted by January 30, 1999 and of the Coastal Access Committee by June 30, 1999.

i) Dredging - on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to instruct the Marina Advisory Committee to coordinate with the Acting Harbormaster in order to draft a comprehensive maintenance schedule for dredging by the County.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:40 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Ernst, White, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 11:03 p.m.

The Board discussed its recommendation for Article 3 (wage adjustments).  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article in the amount of $31,265.

The Board discussed the incident between the Town Accountant and former Shellfish Constable.  The Town Administrator was asked to contact Mr. Somerville to ask for a letter of apology to the Town Accountant and the Town.

On a motion by Ernst, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 11:12 p.m.
