Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Howard Grossman at 3:05 p.m.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Planning Board members Steve Curley and Margo KochRuthe were also in attendance.  Town Adminstrator William Dugan and Town Counsel also attended.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 3:06 p.m. on a roll call vote (White, Gallagher, Ernst, Hall, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to discuss strategy in relation to pending litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 3:45 p.m.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously at 3:46 p.m. on a roll call vote (White, Gallagher, Ernst, Hall, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 3:52 p.m.

A motion by Ernst to appoint Janet Bell and Brent Harold to the Planning Board failed for lack of a second.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Ernst abstaining, to appoint itself as the preliminary screening committee for the applications for Shellfish Constable.

Town Counsel recommended that the interviews for Shellfish Constable be held in open session.

Selectman Ernst and Town Counsel left the meeting at 3:58 p.m.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 3:59 p.m. on a roll call vote (White, Gallagher, Hall, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session for the purpose of initially screening the applications for Shellfish Constable and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 4:15 p.m.

Further discussion included:

a) establishment of an “Open Space Committee” per the requirements of the Land Bank Bill

b) review and release of executive session minutes – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously that Chairman Grossman designate two Board members to review these minutes and recommend those to be considered for release by the other Board members.

c) Status of News Dealer fine – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to pursue the Small Claims Court procedure via the Town Administrator.
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d) National Park Service Fire Agreement – the Town Administrator updated the Board on negotiations.  It was suggested that an increase in reimbursement to the Towns be pursued on a regional basis.

e) Format for Town Administrator evaluation – it was requested that Board members be provided with forms used in the past and by other Towns.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 5:20 p.m.
