Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Howard Grossman at 6:00 p.m.  Selectmen Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall were present.  Mr. Edgar Gadbois and Mr. Michael Ford were also in attendance.

Alice Boyd of The Resource Incorporated submitted and presented a new wharf/bulkhead reconstruction grant proposal to the Selectmen.  Joel Fox spoke in support of the project as presented.

On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Selectmen voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve this project and coordinate with T.R.I. through the Board of Selectmen, Mr. Gadbois, Town Administrator Dugan, the Acting Harbormaster, the Marina Advisory Committee and the Conservation Commission.

Brian Dunne of Aesops addressed the Selectmen with regard to insuring his new septic system.  Mr. Dunne was referred to the Board of Health.

Selectman White informed the Board that the Wellfleet News Dealer has been operating without a business license.  Mr. Gadbois reported that a florist on Main Street is also operating without a license.

On a motion by Ernst, seconded by White, the Selectmen voted unanimously to have Mr. Gadbois prepare a letter instructing the violators to comply with the regulations or else further action will be undertaken by the licensing authority.

At 6:25 p.m. on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, on a roll call vote, the Selectmen voted Hall, Gallagher, White, Ernst and Grossman (aye) to enter into executive session to discuss strategy with respect to litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The Selectmen reconvened in open session at 7:34 p.m.

Town Counsel briefed the Selectmen on the status of the Highland Avenue and Department of Public Works title searches that his office is conducting on behalf of the Board.

On a motion by Ernst, seconded by Grossman, the Selectmen voted unanimously to adjourn at 7:50 p.m.
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
