June 29, 1998

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan was also present.

Open Session:

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding Highland Avenue issues.

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding the status of the reserve ambulance and the number of applicants for the position of Assistant DPW Director – the Town Administrator will call Ms. Bronsdon regarding the Assistant DPW Director position.

· Bill Cochran addressed the Board regarding Highland Avenue issues. The Town Administrator was asked to meet with Mr. Lofgren and Mr. Cochran on site to discuss these matters.

· Dave Lyons addressed the Board regarding new “no parking” signs on Omaha Road.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 15, 1998 as printed.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 17, 1998 as printed.

The Town Administrator discussed with the Board:

a) TRI Fish Pier Reconstruction Grant – it was noted that Alice Boyd will meet with the Board on July 27th to discuss plans for both pier projects.

b) Old Fire Station Site – using a planning consultant and seeking assistance from the Cape Cod Commission staff was suggested.

Correspondence:

a) 6/23/98 letter from Virginia Crossman re:  Board of Health hearing – referred to Town Administrator.

b) 6/12/98 letter from Wellfleet Marine Corp. notifying Town that an attendant will no longer be provided at the fuel dock during low tide – there was consensus that the Town Administrator send a letter of approval.

c) DPW truck bid – on a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously to approve the bid.

The Board met with the Shellfish Advisory Committee.  Selectman Ernst recused himself and left the table.  Committee members present included Michael Parlante, Roger Putnam and Chris Merl.  Shellfish Constable Paul Somerville also attended.  The Board discussed the memo from the Committee regarding land for consideration as possible sites for licensed areas for the practice of aquaculture.  There was consensus that the Town Administrator set up a special meeting for further discussion of this matter with the Shellfish Constable.  On a motion by 
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Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to license the areas south and westerly of Lt. Island as described by the Shellfish Constable.

The Board held the following shellfish public hearings consecutively:

a) application of Robert D. Hussey and Diane M. Hussey for renewal of shellfish grant licenses #854, #854A and #854B – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to grant the renewals to a common expiration date of 6/29/2008.

b) Applications for shellfish grant licenses – each applicant addressed the Board and outlined their request:

1) Richard Blakeley (under Great Beach Hill on the West Side of the Harbor just south of Middle Meadow) - on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

2) Lisa Dexter (Egg Island or anywhere) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file. 

3) Richard Dickey (south end of Burton Baker Beach) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

4) Gerald Auch (Lt. Island, Indian Neck, Mayo Beach or anywhere accessible by 4-wheel drive) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

5) Shawn Arsenault (anywhere) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

6) Robert S. Costa (general) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

7) Richard Bartke (Sewell’s Gutter) – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to deny this application without prejudice and to keep this application on file.

Selectman Ernst rejoined the Board.

The Board interviewed the following for appointment as Herring Warden:

a) Leslie Hamond – discussion included Mr. Hamond’s background and experience.

b) Richard Dickey – discussion included Mr. Dickey’s background and experience.  Selectman White read a letter of recommendation from the Conservation Commission.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Richard Dickey as the Town’s first Herring Warden for a period of three years contingent upon the Personnel Board’s recommendation of a salary for this position.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Leslie Hayman as Assistant Herring Warden with arrangements to be worked out contingent upon acceptance of this arrangement.
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The Board met with the Marina Advisory Committee.  Committee members in attendance included Joel Fox, Alfred Pickard and Mark Berry.  Acting Harbormaster Michael Flanagan also attended.  Discussion included dredging, the Committee’s recommendation regarding a system of written warnings to be issued for violations of Marina regulations and a new septic system at the Marina.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator and Acting Harbormaster meet with the Marina Advisory Committee to further discuss a schedule of penalties.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to go forward with the septic system project.

The Board discussed:

a) Permit to allow hackysack – the Police Chief read a letter from the “children of Wellfleet” to the Board, Town Administrator and Police Chief thanking them for their consideration in relation to hackysack.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted 4-1, with Gallagher voting against, to approve the special permit to allow hackysack on the Town Hall front lawn.

b) Date for land auction – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to hold a land auction on August 22nd.

c) Mission Statement – there was consensus that Selectmen Gallagher and White meet with the Town Administrator to draft a mission statement.

d) Board of Selectmen goals and objectives – there was consensus to schedule discussion of the combined goals and objectives submitted by Board members.

e) Letter to State regarding Open Space Plan – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve and send the draft letter.

f) Requests to Use Town property:

1) Earle Rich Scholarship Committee – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request to use the end of the driveway at Town Hall by the large boulder on Saturday, July 4th to sell booklets and Xavier Gonsales prints to raise money for Wellfleet students pursuing higher education.

2) Friends of the Wellfleet Council on Aging – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request to use the bandstand at the end of the Town Pier on Tuesday, July 21st and Tuesday, August 18th from 8-10 p.m. for two fund-raiser concerts for the Senior Center Building Fund.

g) Process for requests/complaints – there was consensus that the Town Administrator prepare a draft policy

h)  Business licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Abiyoyo; Top Dog; Down to Earth Crafts; Hyannis Ice Cream Corp. (Newcomb Hollow Beach); Hyannis Ice Cream Corp. (White Crest Beach) and also to approve the license of  the Wellfleet News Store contingent upon payment of fines.

i) Consent agenda:

a) recommendation for appointment of Shawn M. Clarke as a call Firefighter contingent upon passage of an entrance physical and successful passage of an abilities test;

b) recommendation for appointment of Judy Taylor to the Housing Authority to fill Richard Bienvenue’s unexpired term until the next annual election;
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c) recommendation for appointment of Bruce Norton as a Deputy Shellfish Constable for a period of three years;

On a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the consent agenda.

j) Board of Selectmen Appointments (Saturday Town Meeting Study Committee) – there was consensus to schedule discussion on the next agenda.

k) Board of Selectmen Reappointments – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint the following:  Cape Cod Joint Transportation Committee (indefinite appointment)- Mark Vincent; Computer Advisory Committee (1 year term) – Harry Terkanian; Historical Commission (3 year term) – Irving Bronsdon; Open Space Committee ( 1 year term) – Linda Canty; Recycling Commission (3 year term) – Felix Buba; Shellfish Advisory Committee (1 year terms) – Michael Parlante, William Young, Jr. (alt.); Town Hall Building Committee (1 year term) – Louis Dinger; Water Commissioners’ Advisory Group (1 year term) – Benjamin Gitlow.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:36 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Grossman, White, Ernst – yea) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and to reconvene in open session.

The Board reconvened in open session at 10:25 p.m. and the meeting was adjourned.
