Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan was also present.

The Town Administrator outlined the new procedure for requests and complaints.  Discussion focused on Section C. “Freedom of Information Act Requests.”  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to amend the second sentence of Section C. by inserting the word “preferably” to read:  “These requests should preferably be submitted in writing to the Town Administrator.”

Open Session:

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding his recent correspondence to the Town Administrator and Board of Selectmen, the proposed telephone system for Town Hall and access to the Marina restrooms.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 3, 1998 as submitted.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-0-1, with White abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of July 27, 1998 as submitted.

The Town Administrator discussed his report with the Board noting the FY’98 surplus, the high rating for Wellfleet beaches received from the Natural Resources Defense Council and the lists of applicants for the Coastal Access Advisory Committee and Charter Review Committee.  It was suggested that a charge to the Charter Review Committee be considered.

Correspondence:

a) Department of Housing and Community Development grant alert – the Town Administrator will review.

b) Letter from Margo KochRuthe regarding her appointment to the Planning Board and her request for appointment to the Board of Health – Selectman Gallagher read the letter.  Chairman Grossman will draft a letter of response.  It was suggested that the letter refer to the Board’s Board/Committee Appointment Policy.

c) Wellfleet Housing Authority request for transfer of property as authorized by Town Meeting – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to request that Town Counsel prepare the necessary paperwork.

d) Letter from Alison Palmer in support of the 5 m.p.h. boat speed limit in Blackfish Creek – the Town Administrator will respond.

e) Letter from Open Space Committee in favor of swap of lots as requested by Edward & Jean Pratt – on a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Open Space Committee.

f) Letter from Dan Wexman complimenting the work of the DPW – Vice Chairman White read the letter.

g) Letter from Warren Woods regarding suggested repairs to Lt. Island Bridge and roads, aquaculture and the 5 m.p.h. speed limit – the Town Administrator will respond.

h) Town Counsel’s July bill – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to authorize payment of the bill. 
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i) Notification from Barnstable County regarding credit to offset county expenses – Selectman Gallagher read the list of possible use of funds.

The Board held shellfish public hearings as follows.  Selectman Ernst recused himself and left the table.  Selectman White read the public notice.

a) application of James A. Rose for renewal of shellfish grant license #732A; application of Glenn Shields for renewal of shellfish grant license #783A; application of Glenn Shields and Margaret Shields for renewal of shellfish grant license #783 – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve all three renewals.

b) Application of Daniel Cole Stewart-Morton for a shellfish grant license anywhere and application of Eben Kenny for a shellfish grant license at the southwest corner of Lt. Island – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to deny these applications without prejudice and that they be kept on file.

Selectman Ernst rejoined the Board.

Consent agenda – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the consent agenda which included:

b) State Primary Warrant for 9/15/98 election.

c) Use of Town Property:  Wellfleet Fire Relief Association - Town Hall Lawn on August 15th for a bake sale and t-shirt sale.

The Board discussed the 8/10 draft goals and projects list prepared by the Town Administrator.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to schedule further discussion as the first item after 8:00 p.m. on the Board’s next meeting agenda.  It was recommended that each member come prepared with written recommendations.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 8:11 p.m. to adjourn.
