September 22, 1998

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Ben Gitlow addressed the Board regarding a meeting with students and faculty of the Harvard Graduate School of Design to be held on November 30th at 7:30 p.m. in the Wellfleet Library.

· Dale Donovan addressed the Board regarding the upcoming (9/26) Coast Weeks beach clean-up day.

· Robert Costa read a letter from the Wellfleet Ex-Selectmen’s Group in support of the Geiger property acquisition.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 3-0-2, with White and Gallagher abstaining (they had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of September 8, 1998 with one correction.

The Town Administrator addressed the Board regarding:

a) Goals for FY’99 (continued later in the meeting)

b) L-Shaped Pier Bids – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Regan Construction Corp. of Middletown, RI for the rebuilding of the L-shaped pier in the amount of $267,065.

c) Capping the Landfill – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to award this contract to East Cape Engineering, Inc. for plans and permitting of the landfill closing in the amount of $104,550.

d) New Shellfish Grants – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Ernst abstaining (he noted a possible conflict of interest), to designate the property off of Lt. Island, recommended by the Shellfish Advisory Committee, for shellfish grants.

e) Shellfish Warden – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to advertise for a new Shellfish Constable.

f) Mileage Reimbursement for FY 2000 – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to set the FY 2000 mileage rate at $ .25/mile.

g) FY 2000 Budget Process – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted 3-2, with White and Gallagher voting against, to rescind its earlier vote to hold separate budget meetings and to go back to the method of joint budget meetings with the Finance Committee.

The Board discussed the procedure for committee appointments.  Selectman Ernst read the proposed procedure.  Discussion included Board acceptance of input from current committee members and the Town Administrator.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 3-2, with White and Gallagher voting against, to accept the procedure read by Selectman Ernst as amended.
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The Board interviewed Bethia Brehmer and Steve Curley individually for appointment to the Planning Board.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to put the skateboard discussion scheduled on the agenda for 7:40 p.m. in abeyance until after the Shellfish Department public hearings scheduled for 8:00 p.m.

Selectman Ernst recused himself and left the table.  Selectman White read the public notice for the following Shellfish Department public hearings and the Shellfish Constable made his recommendations (see attached):

a) application of Joseph Menengas for renewal of shellfish grant license #755 and transfer of said license from Joseph Menengas and Angelo Serra to Joseph Menengas, Angelo Serra and Joseph W. Gray – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve this renewal and transfer.

b) Amendment of Section V of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations re:  taking of shellfish from Duck Creek – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the Shellfish Constable’s recommendation. (see attached)

c) Amendment of Section V of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations re:  taking of shellfish from the contaminated shellfish relay area at the mouth of Herring River – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Shellfish Constable’s recommendation. (see attached)

d) Amendment of Section V of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations re:  Chipman’s Cove – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Shellfish Constable’s recommendation. (see attached)

e) Amendment of Section V of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations re:  shellfish harvesting methods at Keller’s Corner/Egg Island Channel – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted 3-1, with White voting against, to accept the Shellfish Constable’s recommendation. (see attached)

Selectman Ernst rejoined the Board.

The Board met with Ellen Webb, Darlene Frazier, Sharyn Lindsay and Becky Rosenberg to discuss their proposal for a skateboard park.  Discussion included skateboard parks in other towns, projected costs ($50,000 to $60,000), proposed location (Bakers Field), fencing and supervision.  It was requested that a capital budget and anticipated operating budget be submitted by the group.

The Board discussed possible locations for future shellfish grant licenses.  Selectman Ernst recused himself and left the table.  The Shellfish Constable reviewed the list of potential sites identified by the Shellfish Advisory Committee.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to schedule further discussion of this matter on a future agenda.

Selectman Ernst rejoined the Board.

Page 3 – Board of Selectmen Minutes – 9/22/98

The Board discussed the draft policy on Town Landings.  Selectman White read the draft policy and moved its approval.  Selectman Gallagher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by unanimous vote.

Correspondence:

a) letter from Ernest and Virginia Mills regarding public access – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to forward the letter to the Coastal and Pond Access Committee.

b) U. Mass. Extension regarding Mass. Recycles Day – referred to Recycling Committee.

c) 8/31/98 bill from Town Counsel – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to authorize payment of the bill.

The Board interviewed Arlene Kirsch for appointment to the Local Comprehensive Plan Coordinating Committee.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

The Board further discussed its FY 1999 goals and the 9/17/98 list of goals and projects submitted by the Town Administrator.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to adopt “enhancement of the shellfish industry” as a goal.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to adopt “conduct training for staff and Board to do employee evaluations, for sexual harassment and other training needs” as a goal.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to adopt “conduct review of Selectmen’s responsibilities within the Local Comprehensive Plan” as a goal.  On a motion by Ernst, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to accept the items identified by Chairman Grossman as his priorities as its list of highest priority goals including enhance the shellfish industry; examine teen and child programs; complete long term Marina dredge plan; conduct training; complete comprehensive Harbor Management Plan; complete and implement employee performance appraisal system; improve interdepartmental communications; maintain Town property; promote affordable housing; Town Hall telephone system; computer network; transfer station finances and follow through with the Auditor’s management letter.  The Town Administrator was asked to draw up a list and prioritize it for the next Board meeting.

The Board discussed:

a) request to use Town property – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 4-1, with White voting against, to approve the application of Murphy Nickerson to use the Pond Avenue public landing to dump sand to be transported by loader to a seawall from 9/23/98 to 9/30/98 as the tide allows.

b) Ambulance fees – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to approve the new rates as submitted by the Fire Chief.  The Board requested that the Fire Chief submit a motion for Board review regarding his request for authorization to automatically raise ambulance fees each year.

c) On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to take no action on the matter of the sluiceway at Gull Pond.

d) Fall Special Town Meeting – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to set November 23, 1998 as the date for the fall Special Town Meeting.
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e) Business license – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license of Davis Gallery.

f) Road clearing standard for fire roads – on a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to petition the Planning Board to clear Duck Harbor Road.

g) Executive session – on a motion by White, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted unanimously to postpone the scheduled executive session to the next meeting.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:07 p.m.
