August 23, 1999

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan and Lawrence Gallagher.  Selectmen Jeffrey White and Peter Hall were absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Clarence Smith announced that the Seashore’s Chief Ranger will be attending the next meeting of the Coastal and Pond Access Committee to discuss Town landings.

Open Session:

· Lezli Rowell addressed the Board listing her questions regarding the skateboard park.

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding the status of filling the Building Inspector position.  The Town Administrator updated Mr. Lofgren.

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding  the Town’s water issues and the Town-owned land at 270 Ocean View Drive.

· Cindy Moe addressed the Board regarding advertising for the Building Inspector position.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 9, 1999 as submitted.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 16, 1999 as submitted.

The Town Administrator addressed the Board:

a) Harbor Dredging – the Town Administrator urged Board members to contact State representatives and senators to urge them to support the budget appropriation for dredging of Wellfleet harbor.

b) Skateboard park bids – the Town Administrator distributed plans, including engineering details, for the proposed new skateboard park and requested that Board members notify him of any suggested changes before bid specifications are advertised.

c) Appointments – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Kristin Toomey and Linette Letendre as lifeguards for the balance of the season.

Correspondence:

1) State Office of Transportation funding availability for water transportation facilities – copies to Town Administrator and Harbormaster

2) Memo from Police Chief regarding cruiser available for Town use – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to follow the Police Chief’s suggestion.

3) Memo from DPW Director regarding position upgrade for DPW secretary – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place the DPW Secretary position at Step 4 of the new grade.
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The Board held the following shellfish department public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Donovan read the public notice.

1) Application of Richard Merrill for a one acre shellfish grant license #89-3 located north of Lt.’s Island and application of James O’Connell for a two to three acre shellfish grant license located at Burton Baker Beach or, if not available, Lt.’s Island – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to follow the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to deny these applications without prejudice and to place them on file.

2) Application of Michael Ramsdell for a one acre shellfish grant extension of grant license #855 located on Field Point – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to follow the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to approve this application.

Tony Massari addressed the Board and indicated that he would be filing a summary judgement against the Town relative to issuance of shellfish grant licenses.  Mr. Massari also inquired as to the status of Wellfleet Marine’s fence on Town-owned property.

The Board discussed:

a) Schedule for Special Town Meeting – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the schedule as presented.

b) Warrant articles for Special Town Meeting – to be discussed at next Monday’s meeting.

c) Training schedule recommended by David Norlach – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the proposed dates.

The Board met with Alan Platt and Nancy Deppen of the Open Space Committee who updated the Board on the Committee’s Land Bank work noting that, after review of properties using criteria from the Open Space Plan Update, they had identified six categories including the Fresh Pond area, Fox Island marsh, Loagy Bay, Drummer Cove, wellhead protection and other.  Ms. Deppen indicated that the Committee may be asking the Board to place an article on the special town meeting warrant to purchase land using Land Bank funds.

The Board interviewed Lisa Benson for appointment to the Personnel Board.  Ms. Benson’s background and experience were discussed.

The Board continued discussion:

d) Police Chief’s contract – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to sign the contract with Police Chief Rosenthal.

e) Interviews for Town Counsel – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to interview the law firms of Stinson and Ford, Kopelman and Paige and Deutsch Williams Brooks DeRensis Holland & Drachman at the next Board meeting. 

Selectman Donovan suggested that the Board revise its Sexual Harassment and Harassment Policy to more fully address harassment in general.
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On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 8:05 p.m. on a roll call vote (Gallagher, Grossman, Donovan – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and contract negotiations and not to reconvene in open session.
